Catholic IQ Answers 
1. a) “The penitenƟal days and Ɵmes in the universal 
Church are every Friday of the whole year and the season 
of Lent” (Code of Canon Law, n. 1250). 
2. c) See John 13:5. Our bapƟsmal commitment calls us 
to be servants of one another. 
3. d) The BapƟsm of the Elect is the core of our celebra-
Ɵon of the Easter Vigil. Sharing in their joy, all Catholics 
renew their bapƟsmal promises at the Vigil. 
4. b) The first Monday of Lent in the Eastern Church is a 
Ɵme of celebraƟon to signal that Lent is more than a Ɵme 
of fasƟng; it is also a Ɵme to make a clean start and draw 
closer to God. 
5. d) During the VeneraƟon of the Cross at the Good Fri-
day liturgy, Catholics accept the cross as the only way to 
resurrecƟon. Through BapƟsm, we share in Christ’s death 
that we might come to new life (see CCC, n. 556). 
6. True. Because ashes are a sacramental and not a sac-
rament, non-Catholics are free to receive them as they 
might receive any blessing from a sacramental. 
7. a) In anƟcipaƟon of the Lenten disciplines of fasƟng 
and absƟnence, there are people who indulge in feasƟng 
and revelry on Fat Tuesday, also known as Carnival. 
8. b) In biblical Ɵmes, people doing penance would fast, 
wear sackcloth, sit in dust and ashes, tear their garments, 
and put dust and ashes on their heads (see 2 Samuel 
13:19). 
9. d) “Abstaining from meat and other indulgences dur-
ing Lent is a penitenƟal pracƟce. On the Fridays of Lent, 
we remember the sacrifice of Christ on Good Friday and 
unite ourselves with that sacrifice through absƟnence and 
prayer”  
10. c) FasƟng means eaƟng only one full meal. Other 
food eaten during the day should not add up to a full 
meal. AbsƟnence means not eaƟng meat (see “Fast & 
AbsƟnence,” usccb.org). 
Bonus:  c) The cross, a rich symbol in the Catholic faith, 
carries many levels of meaning. Historians describe how 
slave masters in some cultures in biblical Ɵmes marked 
the foreheads of slaves as a sign of ownership. The mark 
of the cross on Catholic’s foreheads reminds the faithful 
that they belong to Christ, “who loved them and gave 
himself up for them” (GalaƟans 2:20).
