TRANSFIGURED AND TRANSFORMED

Dear Parishioners,

On this Second Sunday of Lent we celebrate the Transfiguration of Our ‘
Lord. On the mountain His Risen glory is revealed to Peter, John and James. It is g M i m’l
the Father’s confirmation of His ministry and ultimate decision to accept death il [Pt il gl
for our redemption. It is a reminder to us that our story with Jesus the Christ
does not end with His death, but rather culminates in His resurrection and
ascension into glory. Jesus is the radiant and glorious Word of God who has
substantially united Himself to our flesh for our redemption and eternal life.

Learning is a lot like eating. We can simply devour food for our
subsistence or we can savor the food and company we share at a meal. Because
of our formation in our early years, there may be a temptation to treat our
religious training as just another subject. We learn about reading, writing and
arithmetic—oh, and all that church stuff too. All of it is testable material. How-
ever, only one of those subjects has a bearing on actually living your life now and for eternity. For many Catholics,
practicing or dormant, growing in their understanding of the faith is often put on the shelf after their formal education
is complete. If they attend church and are fortunate, they might receive a little formation in a homily, but that is like
life support, not vibrant living.

Since the beginning of this liturgical year in Advent I have made a deliberate point on the third Sunday of the
month to talk about study. The main point I keep repeating is that our on-going study will require two fundamental
traits: desire and discipline. Only things that we desire gain our attention for anything more than a distraction. We
don’t want our faith to be a mere distraction but rather the “pearl of great price”, the treasure hidden in the field that
we give everything to obtain. I'm not there yet, but I would like to be. I try to keep the desire to grow in faith, to
increase my understanding, to appreciate the beauty and awe of Catholicism in my heart. Without desire, it simply
won’t happen.

Desire is sadly not enough to get the job done. We need discipline to motivate us to keep stoking the fires of
desire. We need discipline to remind us to keep to the path when we are tempted to rest (temporarily is ok, permanent
rest is called death) or to leave the path which is disastrous. We all know family members and friends who are at risk
of spiritually dying as they stop on the path or many who endanger all of their current growth by leaving the path. I
pray for them all the time, that wanderers return and that the sleeping reawaken to the joy of the Gospel.

This Lent and perhaps throughout this year you will have the desire and make the time to grow in your faith.
I know many who are reading this already do that. I admire and appreciate your hope of maturing as a disciple of
Jesus. One of my greatest joys is to help others “take the ball” as it were and run with it. This Lent, make the time to
be formed in the faith by exploring FORMED.ORG, password: 04c2dc. There you will find a treasury of faith to be
explored, pondered and savored. If you have any difficulties setting up an account, please call us and we will help you
from the office.

May our desire this Lent and throughout our life’s journey be one of being formed in the faith. When we are
informed we will be transformed into the likeness of Our Master. We will know the joy of living life like Jesus here
and now and deepen our hope of salvation. We will become, ever so slowly, holy as the Lord is holy.
