MEDITATION ON TODAY’S GOSPEL
Rather, he emptied himself, taking the form of a slave,
coming in human likeness; and found human in appear-
ance, he humbled himself, becoming obedient to death,
even death on a cross. (Philippians 2:6-11)

On the Feast of the Exaltation of the Cross we honor the
Holy Cross by which Christ redeemed the world. The
public veneration of the Cross of Christ originated in the
fourth century. The miraculous discovery of the cross on
September 14, 326, by Saint Helen, mother of Constantine,
while she was on a pilgrimage to Jerusalem, is the origin
of the tradition of celebrating the Feast on this date.
Constantine later built the Church of the Holy Sepulcher
on the site of her discovery of the cross. The cross
represents the One Sacrifice by which Jesus, obedient even
unto death, accomplished our salvation. The cross is a
symbolic summary of the Passion, Crucifixion and
Resurrection of Christ — all in one image. The Cross —
because of what it represents — is the most potent and
universal symbol of the Christian faith.

How do you view the cross of Jesus? The crosses of life? Do

you unite your cross to His?

his homily is a video based program called Symbolon. IHM has purchased a
subscription for every member of the parish. All one has to do is to go online
to www.symboloncatholic.org/register and register by entering the parish
access code....and you are on your way. You will have access to 20 high quality,
faithful, beautifully crafted videos which systematically explain the faith. You will also have access to leader or
participant guides that help individuals apply their learning. The parish access code is 04c2dc

While one can participate individually in the program "on their own", an ideal would be to do the program
with others, whether that is a spouse, with one's family.......... or better, with others in a group or parish setting. If you
are interested in joining others in a group setting, consider inviting neighbors or family members over and watch it at
home. If your computer screen is not large enough to be viewed with others using the online format and you would
like to watch it on your television, we do have DVD copies available here in the office that you can use.

Simply contact Shawn in the parish office.

There has been two times thus far for a potential "group setting" here at the parish. Thursday evenings at 6:30
pm and Friday mornings after Mass. Each session can go for an hour to an hour and a half. If these times would
work for you or if you would like to let others know that you either are forming a group at a different time or place or
would like to be a part of a group at a different time or place, let us know. Let's shoot for the first week of October to
start any groups. The videos include interviews from well known Catholic speakers. If you watched closely at Fr.
Tom's presentation, you may have recognized one of the individuals who is part of the first video of Symbolon,

Fr. Leo Patalinghug. Do you remember him? He was the "cooking priest" who was here at IHM few years back.

As stated above, not only has IHM purchased a subscription for everyone to have access to the videos, unlim-
ited access has also been purchased for both leader guides and participant guides to help foster the learning or discus-
sion process (whether in individual study or in groups). The videos are divided in two parts, with ten videos in each
part. Part1: Know the Faith. Part2: Live the Faith.
