Healed and Made Whole 

 

 
 

 Dear Parishioners, 
 A few years ago I started a tradition of offering more hours for the celebration of the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation.  During the Advent Season I will be in the Confessional from 7:00  until 8:30 pm, Sunday 
through Wednesday. I will gladly stay longer any evening when there are people waiting to celebrate Rec-
onciliation. While my primary reason for being in the Confessional is for the Sacrament, please know that if 
you would like to talk to me or pray with me about anything I am there for you. 
 Finding the time to celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation is an integral part of living a more 
complete life in Christ. Jesus waits for us in the Sacrament of Reconciliation to heal us of our sins and to 
strengthen us in our struggle to grow in holiness.  It is very easy for us to delay celebrating the Sacrament 
because the experience of acknowledging our sins and then confessing them is uncomfortable. The very fact 
that we sinned means we knew better and acted otherwise. While there is potential shame associated with 
sin, the good news is how much the Lord wants to free us. We will not find a greater advocate for our 
growth in holiness than Jesus Christ. He desires to help each of us recognize the great gift of the Father’s 
love. Reconciliation and Eucharist are the two lungs with which we breathe in the life of God, the Holy Spir-
it. 
 Life is complicated and often in our journey of faith we find it difficult to  make sense of our experi-
ences. If there are things in your life that you have a difficult time wrapping your mind or heart around, 
please consider coming to talk to me in the Confessional.  You don’t need to celebrate the Sacrament. Just let 
me know that you would like to talk with me and I will be more than happy to listen to you. If you need 5 
minutes or 50 to make sense of things I am willing to make the time to be with you. Like Our Lord, if there 
is one thing I desire for all of us, is the gift of being healed and made whole. 
 Our time in the Sacrament of Reconciliation or chatting about life is not a quick fix for complicated 
issues that may have affected you for years or your whole lifetime. Rather, it is a new and hopeful begin-
ning. It is never easy to change the habits, attitudes and behaviors that have often perpetuated the problems 
in our life, but if we never begin it will never happen. If we don’t strive to make daily, intentional changes, 
we will hinder and inhibit real healing and growth. Just like our bodies, our souls often need surgery to cor-
rect major health issues and then follow-up therapy to restore us to the best health possible. Without the 
therapy, the      surgery is far less effective. Jesus longs to heal us and make us whole. There is so much He 
wants to give us in this life and prepare us for in the next.

The Season of Advent 
 

CCC 524 When the Church celebrates the liturgy of Advent each year, she 
makes present this ancient expectancy of the Messiah, for by sharing in the 

long prepara on for the Savior's first coming, the faithful renew their ardent 
desire for his second coming. By celebra ng the precursor's birth and  

martyrdom, the Church unites herself to his desire: "He must increase,  
but I must decrease." 

 
Advent comes from the LaƟn word adventus which means coming. Advent then, is a Ɵme of preparaƟon 
and expectaƟon for the Church, not only for the coming of Christ-mas, (Christ’s Mass), but also for the  
Second Coming of Christ, whether this coming takes place during our life, or for certain, at the Ɵme of our 
death. The themes followed by the church during the season of Advent are oŌen called “'The Last Things”-- 
mainly, Death, Judgment, Heaven and Hell. The color of the season is typically violet as during Lent,  
signifying both royalty and penance.  During this season of “coming” the Church emphasizes different ways 
or dimensions of the Coming of Christ.   These are oŌen called his coming in history, in mystery, and in  
majesty.   In history, the Lord became incarnate in the womb of the Blessed Virgin Mary; the Word was 
made flesh; he was born at Bethlehem as one of us.  In mystery, Christ comes to us each day by his grace.   
He lives in our souls.   He is present in every sacrament.  In majesty, Christ will come at the end of our lives 
and at the end of the world; he will raise the dead and judge the world.  
 
The classic book or video based on Charles Dickens’ “A Christmas Carol” is a fiƫng book to read or movie to 
watch during the season of Advent.  It highlights similar themes that the Church presents to the believer 
about the comings of Christ menƟoned above.  In the case of the movie, the focus is on the coming of 
Christmas “past, present, and future.”

1. d) Christ redeemed humankind by the Paschal Mystery—his Passion, Res-
urrecƟon, and Ascension—whereby “dying he destroyed our death, rising he 
restored our life” (CCC, n. 1067). 
2. b) “The infallibility promised to the Church is also present in the body of 
bishops…above all in an Ecumenical Council” (CCC, n. 891). 
3. a) Jesus calls the Holy Spirit the “Paraclete,”literally, “he who is called to 
one’s side” (ad-vocatus). “Paraclete is commonly translated ‘consoler’” (CCC, 
n. 692).

She later recounted that “seeing the sun, the moon and the stars, I said to 
myself: Who could be the Master of these beauƟful things?

Her feast is cele-
brated on February 8.
