Coach Paul 
Today’s reading from First Timo-

thy sounds almost like a coach get-
ting his team ready for the big game. 
This coach has much higher goals 
than a home run or a touchdown. 
Instead of pursuing a league champi-
onship, he seeks faith, love, patience, 
and gentleness. How about us? Are 
we in the game or on the sidelines? 
Let’s look at what Coach Paul is talk-
ing about. 

We strive for faith when we see 
it as not just believing that God exists 
or that Jesus is God’s Son. Faith is a 
relationship with the Lord in which 
we imitate Jesus’ outlook on life, his 

teachings, his love of God. We strug-
gle with his commands to love our 
enemies, to turn the other cheek, to 
forgive all wrongs, and to take up 
our cross each day. As Paul would 
say, we are “competing well for the 
faith.” 

We pursue love by listening to 
the Gospel, in which Jesus tells the 
parable of the rich man who was 
only concerned with his own com-
fort. Jesus says that if we truly under-
stood the prophets, such as our first 
reading from Amos, we would not 
spend all our energy and wealth on 
ourselves. We may find that love for 

our family is much easier than love 
for strangers or the homeless, but 
Jesus never said that love would be 
easy. 

As we learn to let go of our need 
to have everything go our way, we 
become more patient with people 
who disagree with us, or with frustra-
tions and problems. We learn to see 
God in our setbacks as well as in our 
successes. Striving to see Jesus in eve-
ryone, we can become more patient 
with them. They will begin to see 
Jesus in us as our devotion to him 
grows. Experiencing the Lord is the 
championship we want.

Did you know that the first Christian martyr, St. Stephen, ordained at the hands of the Apostles as one of 
the first seven deacons, lived and died proclaiming the Joy of the Gospel of Jesus Christ?  In the last four 
decades, hundreds of men have proclaimed the same Gospel Joy with their own lives, lives of loving ser-
vice that have in turn changed countless other lives for the better.  Called by Christ to minister to the peo-
ple of the Archdiocese of St. Louis, our Deacons are preaching God’s Word to us, praying fervently for us, 
and caring compassionately for us each and every day.  Each year, many men discern that same call and 
begin the process of formation that, God willing, leads to ordination as Deacons.  You can help support these men as they 
discern God’s will in their lives.  Deacon formation in the archdiocese relies heavily on the support of the annual Deacon 
Collection held this year on October 5 and 6. 

Dear parishioners, 

 

 Many thanks to those who were able to fill out our stewardship commitment cards and return them 
to the office. At some of the Masses I mentioned that the cards help in terms of pastoral planning.  Another 
important aspect of the cards is to make each of us more aware of the comprehensive nature of stewardship 
and how we are called  to be good stewards of God’s gifts to us. 

 

 The following are some habits to establish as good stewards. Habits are better than goals, because 
habits acknowledge that this is a life changing effort I am striving for rather than a static goal that I hope to 
achieve.  
 

Habits of prayer: 
 Minimally we should be striving for a half an hour to an hour of prayer daily.  Time with 

God is preparation for time with Him in eternity. 
 Our Catholic tradition is rich with a variety of styles and methods of prayer than can     

appeal to anyone.  Time is all you need. 
 Anyone in our office would be happy to help you develop good habits of prayer that lead 

us to deeper union with God. 
 

Habits of participation: 
 Minimally we celebrate the Eucharist every week and on Holy Days. Mass is the source 

and summit of our lives as disciples of Jesus. 
 Love of our faith should draw us into the life of the parish and community. Depending on 

your health, age and other demands, joining a ministry or organization is a great way to 
share more vibrantly in our faith. 

 You will discover the joy of giving and the blessings of knowing like-minded souls      
striving for the same grace filled habits. 

 

Habit of providing: 
 Ideally strive to contribute 5% of your income to the church, be it the parish and/or the 

Archdiocese. 
 Such an effort can be massive, don’t do it all at once. If you are providing 1% of your     

income, 2% is doubling that gift. But we should be striving to more than a minimal         
donation.  

 Your financial contributions help support the life of the parish, all of our ministries and 
activities.

Thank you, donors of Immaculate Heart of Mary, for the 
blood drive you recently held with Mississippi Valley 
Regional Blood Center.  Donation rates may fluctuate 
depending on the season, but the demand for blood 
products at the hospitals we serve is constant. 
 

Staff members in our component production are able to 
produce as many as four different blood components 
from every whole blood donation.  We collected 20 
units on the day of the blood drive, which will serve up 
to 80 patients at local hospitals.  With the help of part-
nering organizations like yours, blood is on the shelves 
when patients need it.
