In today’s Gospel we hear Jesus say
three times, “Peace be with you.” While
this was a common greeting, Jesus was
using it to remind them of his saying,
“Peace | leave with you; my peace |
give to you. Not as the world gives do |
give it to you. Do not let your hearts be
troubled or afraid” (John 14:27). The
disciples were hiding in fear, so they
needed reassurance. Jesus gives them
that reassurance in three ways: his res-
urrection, forgiveness of sins, and a
blessing for future disciples.

Now that he is raised from the
dead, they can take heart that no one
can truly hurt them—even death has
been overcome. The disciples had seen
Jesus crucified and were afraid any of
his followers would be treated the same
way. So when Jesus appeared to them,

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he showed them his wounds and let
them touch him. He wanted to show
that he was not a ghost (a spirit or vi-
sion of someone who is still dead). He
has risen from death and it has no more
power over him. They can now take
courage because they will share in the
Resurrection themselves. Breathing on
them, he bestows the Holy Spirit, source
of our courage.

That leads to the second reassur-
ance, forgiveness of sins. Jesus died to
take away our sins; now he shares that
with his disciples when he tells them
that they can forgive sins also (John
20:23). Anyone troubled by guilt can be
forgiven. The disciples themselves prob-
ably felt that need, since they had de-
serted Jesus and one even denied know-
ing him. As Jesus was sent by his Father,

he now sends his apostles with the mis-
sion to free others from sin. We too can
forgive others (and ourselves) knowing
that God has forgiven them and us.
Finally, the story of Thomas and his
doubts about Jesus’ resurrection gives us
some hope. Jesus blesses those who
“have not seen and have be-
lieved” (John 20:29). That includes eve-
ryone down to the present generation
who has believed on the word of oth-
ers—from the apostles in the scriptures
to holy people in our own time who
have experienced the Lord in their lives.
We often think the apostles were
“more” blessed for having seen and
heard Jesus. But Jesus reverses that ex-
pectation; we are blessed, even two
thousand years after the Resurrection.

Other
relics enshrined in the Chapel include: (relevant to the Scripture readings today) The bone of an index finger, said to be
the finger of St. Thomas that he placed in the wounds of the Risen Christ”

In the last century, our Lord Jesus granted a private reve-
lation to a Polish religious sister, Sister Maria Faustina
Kowalska of the Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy. The pur-
pose of the private revelation was to draw us to the full-
ness of the public revelation of the Father’s immeasurable
love of us in His Incarnate Son. As with all private revela-
tions, the private revelation to Sister Maria Faustina
draws us to recognize the public revelation of God’s love
in the Redemptive Incarnation of God the Son. In the
particular case of Sister Maria Faustina, the private revela-
tion is centered upon the mercy of God. Sister Maria
Faustina kept a meticulous record or diary of all that our
Lord taught her about His immeasurable mercy toward
us. It is entitled Diary: Divine Mercy in My Soul...

Through Sister Maria Faustina, our Lord asked that each
day we recite the Divine Mercy Chaplet at 3pm, the hour
of His death, for our salvation. He also asked that we
celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter as Divine Mercy
Sunday, [even] preceding the celebration with a novena
to Divine Mercy, beginning on Good Friday.... The one
who most promoted the devotion to the Divine Mercy
was our late and most beloved Pope John Paul ll... Pope
John Paul 1l beatified Sister Maria Faustina on April 18,
1993, and he canonized her a saint on April 30, 2000,
the Second Sunday of Easter. During the homily of the
Mass, he declared: “It is important that we accept the
whole message that comes to us from the Word of God
on this Second Sunday of Easter, which from now on
throughout the Church will be called Divine Mercy Sun-
day.” Since April 30, 2000, the Second Sunday of Easter
also bears the name of Divine Mercy Sunday.

On Divine Mercy Sunday, the image of the Divine Mercy,
revealed to Saint Faustina, is to be displayed in the
church or chapel, and the homily is to be a reflection on
the immeasurable mercy of God toward us. In order to
participate fully in the celebration of Divine Mercy Sun-
day, the faithful are asked to go to Confession * and re-
ceive Holy Communion, and to cultivate interiorly a
great trust in the mercy of God and to practice exteriorly

Regarding Divine Mercy Sunday,
Saint Faustina records these words
of our Lord to her: My daughter,

very depths of My tender mercy are open. | pour out a
whole ocean of graces upon those souls who approach
the fount of my mercy. The soul that will go to Confes-
sion and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete
forgiveness of sins and punishment. On that day all the
divine floodgates through which graces flow are opened.
Let no soul fear to draw near to Me, even though its sins
be as scarlet. My mercy is so great that no mind, be it of
man or of angel, will be able to fathom it throughout all
eternity.... The Feast of Mercy emerged from My very
depths of tenderness. It is My desire that it be solemnly
celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter. Mankind will
not have peace until it turns to the Fount of My Mercy
(Diary, n. 699).

Let us all draw near to the Fount of Divine Mercy in the
Sacraments of Confession and, above all, the Holy Eucha-
rist. Let us pray, in the coming days and especially during
the Novena of Divine Mercy that all souls which have
drifted away from our Lord will receive the grace of for-
giveness and reconciliation with God and neighbor. May
you have a most blessed celebration of the Sacred Tridu-
um. May the celebration of Divine Mercy Sunday fill you
with the peace which comes from the forgiveness of our
sins and the joy which comes from the Holy Spirit dwell-
ing within us.
