The second reading of Paul to the
Ephesians talks about forgiving one
another. It reminds me of the line in
the Lord’s Prayer, “Forgive us our tres-
passes as we forgive those who trespass
against us.” (Mt 6:12) You could read
that line as a warning that God only
forgives those who forgive others. Paul
reverses that conditional meaning to
say that we forgive because God has
already forgiven us. So which came
first, the chicken or the egg?

In a sense, both are needed: Jesus
died on the cross to show that God
forgives sins you haven’t even commit-
ted yet. But God does not force his
forgiveness on us. It is a gift, given
freely. We have to want to be forgiven
and accept that gift from God. And we

also have to be willing to forgive those
who have hurt us. There are many
ways to do that.

One is to forgive in your heart.
That’s usually easy to do for someone
you love. You know they didn’t mean
to hurt you and so you don’t get angry
at them. And if you truly forgive, you
won’t be thinking of how that person
owes you for the hurt and what you
can get from them. If you don’t love
the one who hurt you, you still need
to forgive, so you can let go of the
hurt. (And be forgiven for not loving
your neighbort)

Paul also tells us to let go of bitter-
ness, anger, and shouting. Instead of
getting even, we are told to be kind
and compassionate (Eph 4:32.) We can

go to the next step after forgiving in
our hearts: We show our forgiveness in
our actions. A friend or relative might
get a hug; others might get a hand-
shake or words of forgiveness. If the
one who hurt you insists on making up
for it, accept their gift graciously and
remind them that they are forgiven;
they may need to make reparation so
they can forgive themselves.

Jesus showed how much God
wants to forgive us by his death on the
cross. Because we are forgiven, we are
then able to forgive others. So while
God’s love and forgiveness are always
first, we must be able to forgive others

so that we can accept it from God.

An Ethical Shingles Vaccine

The following update on Shingles vaccines was sent out by the US Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB ) Pro-Life Com-
mittee, recommending a new shingles vaccine, Shingrix®.

“The FDA recently approved a new shingles vaccine that does not use aborted fetal cell lines, and has given it a preferen-
tial recommendation over the only other available, and morally problematic, shingles vaccine on the market. A joint letter
from our colleagues at the Catholic Medical Association (CMA) and the National Catholic Bioethics Center (NCBC) pro-
vides more detail and some helpful suggestions. It is our hope that, with some encouragement, the manufacturer of this
new vaccine may consider creating other morally acceptable vaccines.

In 2017,the Centers for Disease Control's Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) recommended the use of
Shingrix® over the only other available alternative (Merck's Zostavax®, which is produced using a cell line derived from
an elective abortion) because Shingrix® is so much more effective.”

Mysteries, Marvels and Miracles in the kife of the Church:
St. Maximillian Kolbe (Feast: August 14)

St. Maximilian Koble was considered a wild child until he completely changed his life in 1906
after he received a vision from Mary. St. Kolbe said, "l asked the Mother of God what was to
become of me. Then she came to me holding two crowns, one white, the other red. She
asked if | was willing to accept either of these crowns. The white one meant that | should
persevere in purity, and the red that | should become a martyr. | said that | would accept
them both."

St. Kolbe was a disciple of the media. He used the media to spread the Gospel. He started a
shortwave radio station and published a daily newspaper with a circulation of 230,000. In
1930, he established a City of the Immaculata in Nagasaki, Japan. Above all, he was a brillant
theologian that helped develop the Church's understanding of Mary as "Mediatrix" of all the
graces of the Trinity, and as "Advocate" for God's people.

In the World War I, the Nazis not only imprisoned Jews but many Catholics - especially
priests. On February 7, 1941, he was imprisoned and transferred to Auschwitz death camp on May 28, 1941. He was
branded as prisoner 16670. Because of his calmness and kindness, he was beaten repeatedly and given the worst jobs. But,
nevertheless, he continued to hear confessions and secretly deliver Communion. In July 1941, there was an escape and the
camp guards ordered ten men to die in retribution. Francis Gajowniczek, a father and a married man, was one of them
chosen to die. St. Kolbe offered his life for Francis Gajowniczek to be let free so he could return to his family. The ar-
rangement was made but instead of taking St. Kolbe to the gas chambers, he was forced
to starve to death for 3 weeks. On August 14, 1941, his captors finally ended his life with |
a fatal injection. He was burned in the ovens there. i

Pope John Paul Il canonized St. Maximilian Kolbe in 1982 and placed a candle in his cell

in Auschwitz in 1979. Pope John Paul Il called him a "martyr of charity". Pope Benedict

XVl visited that cell to pray briefly when he visited Poland in 2006. St. Kolbe's beatifica-

tion miracle was the July 1948 cure of intestinal tuberculosis in Angela Testoni, and in

August 1950, the cure of calcification of the arteries/sclerosis of Francis Ranier was at-

tributed to the intercession of St. Kolbe.

I'm willing to
try it, for this year at least. So—if you do NOT read music but would love to learn, this might be the group
for you! Practices will take place on Monday evenings, from 7:00 to 8:00. This bell choir more than likely will
NOT play for any Masses, at least not this first year. We might try to have a recital for family and friends but
we can figure that out later. Members are limited to Grades 7 and 8, high school, and adults.
