Don’t you love it when the un-
derdog wins? When the Cardinals
beat the Yankees for the champion-
ship or the Blues beat the Redwings,
or the Rams beat anyone? Even
when | watch a game with no St.
Louis teams playing, [ still like to root
for the underdog. That is what 1 like
about today’s Gospel: the last will be
first and the first will be last.

Some say that Jesus was refer-
ring to the Jews, God’s chosen peo-
ple, whom Jesus called first to be his
disciples. When they rejected him,
the call went out to the Gentiles,
who became followers. Or perhaps
in Jesus’ time, he was talking about
the leaders of the Jews, the scribes
and Pharisees. These refused to fol-

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low Jesus, while ordinary Jews who
did not feel threatened by Jesus’
teaching became disciples.

In a way, you can understand
why the leaders rejected Jesus. They
made a nice living out of the offer-
ings made by ordinary Jews. As long
as they could decide who could enter
the temple, they had a nice income
flow. They were smart enough to
include the poor, by asking them for
smaller offerings. And who could
argue with them? They worked for
God. How dare Jesus say that they
would be cast out, while people
from the rest of the world would
enter the Kingdom of God!

And how about us? Remember
that the Gospel was not written for

non-believers. Are we threatened by
Jesus’ message? Just as the scribes and
Pharisees considered themselves im-
portant in God’s eyes because of
their office, do we consider ourselves
“saved” because we call ourselves
Christians? Do we respect all people,
or just the ones we like? Are we gen-
erous to the poor, or just to our
friends? Do we give good example to
the people we work with? Do we
follow our conscience or do we fol-
low the crowd?

Entry into the Kingdom of God is
not a fashion statement. We don’t
get there by looking good. We are
invited by Jesus to be last on earth so

we can be first in the Kingdom.

Music at mmacnfate Heart of Mary

Dear IHM Parish Family,

For my last August article on music, I'd like to
share with you about our children’s choir. As I
said last week, I think it is important to view
our children not only as the future of the
church, but as the present as well. Participation
in children’s choir is an investment in both our
music ministry’s present, and its future adult
music ministers. Children who join this choir
will discover the importance of their ministry
participation as part of a Christian steward’s
grateful response to God’s blessings. They will
gain knowledge and appreciation of Catholic
liturgy and music repertoire. In furthering their
personal musical knowledge, this age group
will focus primarily on learning basics of
rhythm, intonation, group singing, and per-
haps most exciting, an introduction to the con-
cept of harmony. They will also have a lot of
fun along the way!

Our children’s choir is actively looking for
more members. With the disclaimer that there
is flexibility around this, I would say that we
are looking for children from grades four
through eight. By fourth grade children usually
have less difficulty reading the words in songs,
freeing them to focus on the musical aspect.
Sixth, seventh and eighth graders will be given
the opportunity to cantor in the choir and men-

tor younger students. Once a child finishes
eighth grade, I will encourage them to move on
to the adult choir. As previous members of the
children’s choir, those kids who go on will
have the advantage of experiencing singing
with a group in a choral setting. This can also
open doors for kids with interest in other types
of music, including musical theater.

Starting this September, our children’s choir
will minister at the 9:30am Mass on the fourth
Sunday of the month through May, giving the
adult choir one week off per month. In Decem-
ber, the children’s choir will minister for the
4pm Christmas Eve Mass instead of the fourth
Sunday of Advent. They will rehearse three
times per month on Tuesday evenings in
church from 7pm - 8pm. I will be directing and
accompanying the choir, and I am open to any
help parents would like to offer, for instance -
support at rehearsals/Sunday mornings, plan-
ning/support for choir parties, etc. If you have
