The reading from the prophet Isai-
ah this Sunday contains a remarkable
prediction—the end of war between
nations (lsaiah 2:4). While most of the
good predictions of the prophets were
fulfilled in Jesus, we still await the end
of all wars. So why hasn’t that one
been fulfilled? We can look to the sec-
ond reading and the Gospel for some
hints.

Both readings talk about being
awake and ready for our salvation
(Romans 13:12) or the coming of the
Son of Man (Matthew 24:39). Being
awake doesn’t mean consuming lots of
coffee or turning the music volume all
the way up. Paul calls it “putting on
the Lord Jesus Christ” as a soldier
would put on armor before a battle.
He even mentions rivalry and jealousy

as attitudes to avoid. Both of those
vices have been the cause of many
wars in our history. What if we not
only avoided them, but also taught our
children to avoid them? What if every-
one eventually learned not to be jeal-
ous and hateful?

We are a long way from ending all
wars. There are still people who teach
hate to the poor instead of helping to
feed them. There are still people who
get rich selling the weapons of war.
This brings us back to the first reading,
in which lsaiah speaks of beating
swords into plowshares. Do we have
enough faith in God’s love to stop
building weapons and use those re-
sources to feed the hungry or cure dis-
eases in underprivileged countries? Un-
til we convert everyone to following

Isaiah 2:4

Jesus, that’s not likely. The Gospel calls
us to be ready. Maybe we need to be
ready to share our faith. Maybe we
have to be awake to any opportunity
to show God’s love to those around
us. Are we afraid to offer to pray for
someone in need? Maybe we need to
put on the “armor of light,” as St. Paul
calls it. Instead of trying to stop all
wars, could we at least show for-
giveness to someone who has hurt us?
Jesus never said to do the impossi-
ble. If we can be ready to see Jesus in
those around us, to show his love to
those who need it, or just be patient
with other people’s faults and weak-
nesses, we may not stop all wars, but
we will be prepared for the coming of

the Prince of Peace.

pptretiel the experience of acknowledging our
sins and then confessing them is un-
comfortable. The very fact that we sinned means we
knew better and acted otherwise. While there is poten-
tial shame associated with sin, the good news is how
much the Lord wants to free us. We will not find a

greater advocate for our growth in holiness than Jesus
Christ. He desires to help each of us recognize the

great gift of the Father’s love. Reconciliation and Eu-
charist are the two lungs with which we breathe in the
life of God, the Holy Spirit.

My hope is that the additional hours will provide
you with a convenient time to celebrate the Sacrament.
I also hope that if you have situations in your life that
are more complicated, the additional times will pro-
vide you with the freedom to come in and not feel
rushed. If you need 5 minutes or 50 to celebrate the
Sacrament I am willing to make the time to be with
you. More than anything is my desire to help you be
more completely reconciled with God and confident in
His love for you.

If it’s been a while since you came to Confession,
please know that I will do my best to walk you
through the Sacrament. I pray and strive to remove
any barriers and all excuses that prevent us from com-
ing to God in this great gift of His healing grace. Eu-
charist is our most intimate experience of coming to
Jesus. What can compare to receiving the Living God
into our very bodies? Confession is our most personal
response to His grace. What can compare to coming to
God in our sorrow and leaving filled with joy?
