Strengthen Your Hearts 
How good is good enough? Do 

you have to be perfect to get to heav-
en? In the second reading this Sunday, 
Paul seems to think so when he tells us 
to be “blameless in holiness” (1 Thess 
3:13.) In fact, he tells the Thessalonians 
who are pleasing God, to do even 
more. (4:1) Now Paul never considered 
himself as perfect: “I will rather boast 
most gladly of my weaknesses, in order 
that the power of Christ may dwell 
with me.” (2 Cor 12:7-9) But even with 
his weakness, Paul always did the best 
he could. So what should we strive for? 
Maybe we can take a hint from his 
phrase “strengthen your hearts.” 

Think of athletes who try to do 
their best. A great ball player takes bat-

ting practice every day to improve his 
average. A tennis player will practice 
her serve to get more aces. A hockey 
player will keep skating during the 
summer to get faster. Good athletes are 
always looking for ways to improve 
themselves. They keep in shape so they 
can be stronger, faster, smarter. So 
what about good Christians? That same 
attitude is what Paul means by 
“strengthen your hearts.” And Advent 
is a good time to start. 

As we prepare to celebrate the 
coming of the Lord, we can get our-
selves in spiritual shape. Spiritual read-
ing can give us a stronger prayer life. 
But like the athlete who can read about 
the rules or strategies of the sport, we 

get a stronger prayer life by actually 
praying. If our spiritual reading just 
makes us feel good, we may be wasting 
our time. Hopefully, it will lead us to 
try praying more often and more seri-
ously. Likewise, we can read about 
volunteering to feed the poor, but 
making the commitment and doing it is 
what strengthens the heart. And how 
can we be “blameless in holiness… at 
the coming of Our Lord?” Not by brag-
ging about our goodness, but confess-
ing what we have done wrong. Only 
God’s forgiveness can make us blame-
less. Then as the Gospel says, we may 
have “the strength…to stand before the 
Son of Man.” (Lk 21:36)

 A few years ago I started a tradition 
of offering more hours for the celebration 
of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  During 
the Advent Season I will be in the Confes-
sional from 7:00pm until 8:30pm Monday, 
Tuesday & Wednesday. I will gladly stay 
longer any evening when there are people 
waiting to celebrate Reconciliation. While 
my primary reason for being in the Con-
fessional is for the Sacrament, please know 
that if you would like to talk to me about 
anything I am there for you. 

 Finding the time to celebrate the Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation is an integral part of living 
a more complete life in Christ. Jesus waits for us 
in the Sacrament of Reconciliation to heal us of 
our sins and to strengthen us in our struggle to 
grow in holiness.  It is very easy for us to delay 
celebrating the Sacrament because the experience 
of acknowledging our sins and then confessing 
them is uncomfortable. The very fact that we 
sinned means we knew better and acted other-
wise. While there is potential shame associated 
with sin, the good news is how much the Lord 
wants to free us. We will not find a greater advo-
cate for our growth in holiness than Jesus Christ. 
He desires to help each of us recognize the great 
gift of the Father’s love. Reconciliation and Eu-

charist are the two lungs with which we 
breathe in the life of God, the Holy Spirit. 

     My hope is that the additional hours 
will provide you with a convenient time to 
celebrate the Sacrament. I also hope that if 
you have situations in your life that are 
more complicated the additional times will 
provide you with the freedom to come in 
and not feel rushed.  If you need 5 minutes 
or 50 to celebrate the Sacrament I am will-
ing to make the time to be with you. More 
than anything is my desire to help you be 

more completely reconciled with God and confi-
dent in His love for you. 

 If it’s been a while since you came to Con-
fession, please know that I will do my best to 
walk you through the Sacrament. I pray and 
strive to remove any barriers and all excuses that 
prevent us from coming to God in this great gift 
of His healing grace. Eucharist is our most inti-
mate experience of coming to Jesus. What can 
compare to receiving the Living God into our 
very bodies?  Confession is our most personal 
response to His grace. What can compare to com-
ing to God in our sorrow and leaving filled with 
joy?

Candlelight Rorate Caeli Mass 
6:45am Monday, December 17, St. Joseph Chapel 

The Rorate Caeli Mass is a traditional Advent devotion 
in which a Mass in honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary for 
Advent is offered just before dawn, with no lighting oth-
er than candles on the altar, windowsills, and handheld.  
Those who attend can expect to be rewarded with a 
uniquely beautiful Mass. 
 

The Mass takes its title, Rorate Caeli (“Drop down dew, 
ye heavens”) from the initial Latin words of Isaiah 45:8.  
In the dimly lit setting, priest and faithful prepare to hon-
or the Light of the world, Who is soon to be born, and 
offer praise to God for the gift of Our Lady.  As the Mass 
proceeds and sunrise approaches, the church becomes 
progressively brighter, illumined by the sun as our Faith 
is illumined by Christ. 
 

We will have weekday Mass at 8am as usual.

What is Advent? 
Preparation for Christmas 
 Advent is the season of preparing for Christ's coming, but what do we mean by Christ's  
coming? We mean, first of all, His birth of the Blessed Virgin Mary at Bethlehem. If we do not  
prepare well for the annual commemoration of our Lord's birth, then surely we will not understand 
the meaning of our Christmas celebration. No matter how many times, over a lifetime, we prepare 
for the celebration of Christmas, it always seems new to us. The mystery of the birth of God the Son 
in our human flesh can never be fully comprehended by us. We never cease to wonder at the great 
mystery of God's love for us. 
 
Preparation for Christ's coming in the Church 
 We also mean Christ's coming to us in the Church or, better, His dwelling with us always in 
the Church. The Advent Season reminds us of the many ways, most of all, the Holy  Eucharist, in 
which Christ, Who first came  into the world at Bethlehem, now remains  with us in the Church, until He returns in glory 
on the last day. Through our observance of  Advent, we overcome the tendency to reduce the life of Christ within us to 
an idea or sentiment, and we come face to face with the truth  that, through the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, we are 
alive in the same Christ Who was born at Bethlehem and Who died for us on Calvary. As Advent brings us more fully into 
the company of Christ, it also strengthens us for the pilgrimage of this life.  
 

Preparation for Christ's coming on the last day 
 Lastly, the coming of Christ, for which we prepare during Advent, is His final coming at the 
end of time. Christ, born at Bethlehem and alive for us in the Church, will bring to fullness His sav-
ing work, when He returns in glory to restore us and our world to God the Father. As Advent 
brings us more fully into the company of Christ, it also strengthens us for the pilgrimage of this life, 
which will reach its fullness, on the last day, when we, body and soul, will be with the Lord in the 
heavenly kingdom. 

 

The classic video based on Charles Dickens’  A Christmas Carol is a fitting movie to watch  
during the season of Advent.  It highlights similar themes that the Church presents to the believer  
about the comings of Christ mentioned above.  In the case of the movie, the focus is on
