While Advent is a beautiful time
to prepare for the coming of the
Lord, we often get so caught up in
all the things we do to prepare for
Christmas that we forget Advent all
together. The readings remind us
that in spite of the stress we may feel
thinking about how close Christmas
is, we are called to rejoice for the
Lord is near.

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when you have someone to shop
with you, or write the Christmas
cards, or decorate the tree? “Shout
for joy...fear not!” says the prophet
Zephaniah in the first reading. (Zeph
3:14) He tells us the Lord is not com-
ing to punish us for waiting till the
last minute to put up the tree. The
prophet says the Lord is in our midst,
we are not alone. “He has turned
away your enemies” (Zeph 3:15),
enemies like fear, doubts, and loneli-
ness.

And as if that wasn’t good
enough, he says that the Lord rejoic-
es over us! How many times have
you wondered if you could ask the

Not Ready? No Problem!

Lord for help? Zephaniah reminds us
that the Lord is happy to help. And
St. Paul says the same thing in the
second reading: “Have no anxiety at
all...make your requests known to
God.” (Phil 4:6) That is where Ad-
vent comes in. We can look forward
to the Lord’s presence in our lives.
We can be confident of his love for
us. That is why faith and hope are
central to the theme of Advent. Our
faith in God’s love for us gives us
hope that he will support us in our
weakness and fill us with the joy he

has over us.

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Holding on to Joy

Dear Parishioners,

We come together in prayer on
this Gaudete Sunday to rejoice in God’s
abundant goodness. As people of faith
it is at times hard to distinguish the dif-
ference between happiness and joy.
Who doesn’t like both happiness & joy?
I know I often confuse/overlap the two
because they share a lot of similarities.
Both are good experiences in our life,
but one is dependent upon the circum-
stances and the other is a gift from God
and an awareness that can exist independent of
those happenings.

Happiness comes and goes in our life
depending upon the happenings in our life. We
know that is not an enduring reality because of
the ever-changing circumstances of life. We can
be caught by surprise with the changes in life
and our happiness can suddenly evaporate.
Given time and patience, those circumstances
will change again and happiness will return.
God is good and wants to see us happy, but in
an imperfect world happiness is not a perma-
nent reality. Happiness can be cultivated in this
life by an attitude of gratitude. Gratitude does
more than just open the door for happiness, it
makes clear the highway for real joy.

Joy comes from a fundamental aware-
ness that God is victorious and that nothing
can separate us from the love of God that
comes to us in Jesus Christ. Joy is both a fruit of

the Holy Spirit and an attitude of faith
that springs from a trust in God’s provi-
dential goodness. I pray daily to abide in
that awareness. Holding on to joy is diffi-
cult because we often allow the happiness
of the moment to become the determining
factor in our awareness of our joy. While
unhappiness can make it difficult to re-
member our reasons for embracing joy, it
is possible to be joyful in your heart while
experiencing sadness.

One can hold on to joy by remembering
the deeper truths of faith that surpass the cur-
rent experience of life. Feelings are not reality,
but a response to experience. We pay attention
to our feelings without letting them become the
all encompassing means to interpreting experi-
ence. Our thoughts, feelings and faith combine
to form an integrated response to experience.
Joy draws life from remembered faith that plac-
es trust in God’s enduring love. As St. Paul
reminds us in his letter to the Philippians:
“Rejoice in the Lord always! I shall say it
again, rejoice! Your kindness should be known
to all. The Lord is near.” In these remaining
days of Advent, let us cling to joy with a fear-
some faith and cultivate happiness as we pre-
pare to celebrate the beauty of Christmas.

Candlelight Rorate Caeli Mass Monday Morning
6:45am Monday, December 17, St. Joseph Chapel

The Rorate Caeli Mass is a traditional Advent devotion in which a Mass in honor of
the Blessed Virgin Mary for Advent is offered just before dawn, with no lighting oth-
er than candles on the altar, windowsills, and handheld. Those who attend can expect to be rewarded with a uniquely
beautiful Mass.

The Mass takes its title, Rorate Caeli (“Drop down dew, ye heavens”) from the initial Latin words of Isaiah 45:8. In the
dimly lit setting, priest and faithful prepare to honor the Light of the world, Who is soon to be born, and offer praise to
God for the gift of Our Lady. This beautiful tradition helps us to enter more fully into the late Advent season.

The symbolism of the darkened church being lit by candlelight expresses the reality that darkness is dispelled by a unifica-
tion of many individual lights—we are able to illuminate the world and easily destroy the darkness before us. As the Mass
proceeds and sunrise approaches, the church becomes progressively brighter, illumined by the sun as our Faith is illumined
by Christ. This speaks of the general theme of Advent, a time of expectation eagerly awaiting the arrival of the Son of
God, the Light of the World.

We will have weekday Mass at 8am as usual.
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In the German Middle Ages,
various plays at Christmas time
within churches often featured as a
prop an evergreen "Paradise tree"
from which an apple was plucked.
These plays were given on Decem-
ber 24, which as well as being Christmas Eve, is in
some countries the religious feast day of Adam and
Eve. To suggest the Garden of Eden, a tree decorated
with apples (to represent the forbidden fruit) and wa-
fers (to represent the Eucharist and redemption) was
used as a setting for the play. The apples were re-
placed by round objects such as shiny red balls. In a
later tradition, the wafers were replaced by cookies of
various shapes. Candles, too, were often added as the
symbol of Christ. Like the Christmas crib, the Paradise
tree was later placed in homes.

And let us not forget the spiritual works of
mercy: to counsel the doubtful, instruct the ignorant, admonish sinners, comfort the afflicted, forgive offenses, bear pa-
tiently those who do us ill, and pray for the living and the dead.”

4. Visit the imprisoned: "l was in prison and you came to me." Mt. 25:36

5. Shelter the homeless: "...| was a stranger and you took me in..." Mt. 25:35

6. Visit the sick: "...I was sick and you cared for me..." Mt. 25:36

7. Bury the dead: "Amen, | say to you, insofar as you did it for one of these least of my
brothers, you did it for me." Mt. 25:40
