The second reading from Ephesians
is rather long and with only six sentenc-
es, it is not easy to follow. If you take it
apart, you see that Paul is very encour-
aging. He is giving a description of the
many blessings God has given us.

He says that we are chosen by God
and destined for spiritual blessings: First
is Redemption, meaning that Christ
saved us from punishment for our sins
by forgiving them instead. Second is the
plan of God for saving everyone, by
making Christ ruler of the universe. We
have to accept these gifts by letting go
of the temptations around us and hold-
ing on to the love we have received
from God. The things of the world,
possessions, wealth, or power that pre-
tend to make us happy are replaced

with love of God; we then share that
love with others, so that they know
God loves them, too. As our experi-
ence of God’s love grows, we begin to
understand the mystery of how God
lives in all people. Another blessing
Paul notes is adoption by God to a
new relationship as brothers and sisters
of Christ; holiness is now for all believ-
ers, not just priests or religious.

Paul also reminds us that we are
chosen and destined to help God bring
his plan, his Kingdom, to completion.
When we teach children how to love
and share, when we are honest with
customers or suppliers, when we are
not ashamed to show our faith in Jesus,
when we are respectful of the poor,
elderly, or disabled, we are slowly

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building the Kingdom of God, or as
Paul says, “to bring all things together
in heaven and on earth under

Christ” (Eph 1:10).

Paul mentions three times in this
reading about “the praise of God’s glo-
ry.” (Eph 1:14) When we are able to
help or forgive, or just be a good ex-
ample to others, we want them to
know that God is in all the good we
do. Instead of taking credit for the re-
sults, we give God the glory. No, you
don’t have to take off your glasses and
put on a red cape before helping oth-
ers. Just mention that God does the
real work, we just try not to get in his
way.

A Love Which is Total

[Married love] is a love which is total — that very special form of personal friendship in which husband and
wife generously share everything, allowing no unreasonable exceptions and not thinking solely of their own
convenience. Whoever really loves his partner loves not only for what he receives, but loves that partner for
the partner’s own sake, content to be able to enrich the other with the gift of himself.
(Humanae vitae no. 9)

Reflection

A profound way that we, as men and women, image God is in our call to form a communion of
persons. This happens in the gift of our self to God and to others. This reality is lived and seen par
excellence in the sacrament of marriage, the one-flesh communion of persons between a man and a
woman. Husband and wife vow to live the complete gift of self to one another in God through their
shared life together. In every aspect of the married couple’s life, from the daily tasks involved in
married and family life to the marital embrace (conjugal union), the couple lives the gift of self and
tinds fulfillment in this.

In this excerpt from Humanae Vitae, Blessed Paul VI emphasizes that part of the gift of self in-
volves loving the other not for what one can receive from him or her, but for his or her own sake.
What does loving one’s spouse for his or her own sake look like? How can you love others more for
their own sake, as God loves us?

Intercessory Prayer to Paul VI
God our Father, fill all married couples with your love.

Give them the grace to love one another every day,
living out their promise to love in all times and circumstances.

Help them to imitate your freely given, sacrificial love,
that they may choose each day to give of themselves,
reflecting Your love for us and You sent Your Son to die for our sins.

about Our Lady of Mount Carmel.

Our Lady of Mount Carmel is the title given to the Blessed
Virgin Mary in her role as patroness of the Carmelite Order.
The first Carmelites were Christian hermits living on Mount
Carmel in the Holy Land during the late 12th and early to mid
-13th century. Since the 15th century, popular devotion to
Our Lady of Mount Carmel has centered on the Scapular of
Our Lady of Mount Carmel, also known as the Brown Scapu-
lar, a sacramental associated with promises of Mary's special
aid for the salvation of the devoted wearer. Traditionally,
Mary is said to have given the Scapular to an early Carmelite
named Saint Simon Stock. In Stock's vision, Mary promised
that those who died wearing the scapular would be saved.

The Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel is known to many
Catholic faithful as the "scapular feast," associated with the
Brown Scapular of the Carmelite order. This is a devotional
sacramental signifying the wearer's consecration to Mary and
affiliation with the Carmelite order.

A 1996 doctrinal statement approved by the Congregation
for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments
states that: "Devotion to Our Lady of Mount Carmel is bound
to the history and spiritual values of the Order of the Broth-
ers of the Blessed Virgin Mary of Mount Carmel and is ex-
pressed through the scapular. Thus, whoever receives the
scapular becomes a member of the order and pledges him/
herself to live according to its spirituality in accordance with
the characteristics of his/her state in life."

Fr. Kieran Kavanaugh writes, "The scapular is a Marian habit
or garment. It is both a sign and pledge. A
sign of belonging to Mary; a pledge of her
motherly protection, not only in this life
but after death. As a sign, it is a conven-
tional sign signifying three elements
strictly joined: first, belonging to a reli-
gious family particularly devoted to Mary,
especially dear to Mary, the Carmelite
Order; second, consecration to Mary, devotion to and trust in
her Immaculate Heart; third, an urge to become like Mary by
imitating her virtues, above all her humility, chastity, and
spirit of prayer."
