Getting to Know the Trinity 
As difficult as it is to understand 

the Holy Trinity, I am amazed that 
Jesus even bothered to tell us about 
the Father, the Spirit, and himself. As if 
his own life, his teachings about God’s 
love, his miracles, his death and resur-
rection were not enough, he told us 
something about God that we never 
would have imagined: There are three 
Persons in one God. It is also some-
thing we cannot completely compre-
hend. So instead of trying to explain it, 
let’s look at what it means for us be-
lievers. 

One thing it shows is that God 
wants to be known by us. Since theolo-
gians and spiritual writers have been 
helping us do that for almost two thou-
sand years, it may not seem like a big 

deal. But in ancient times, people ex-
pected their gods to be mysterious and 
hidden. Many cultures thought that 
you could control a spirit or god if you 
knew its name. So knowing anything 
about the inner life of a god would be 
huge. But our God is the only God, 
whom no one can control. God sees us 
not as a threat but as beloved children. 
Just as a couple falling in love wants to 
know everything about each other, so 
God wants to be known by those 
whom God loves. That leads to my 
second point. 

The Trinity also shows us that 
“God is love” (1 John 4:16) because the 
three Persons are united in one God. 
The Persons of the Trinity already love 
each other perfectly, so God shares that 

love with us. God calls us to be united 
in love with God and with each other. 
Remember that God knows us perfect-
ly and still loves us. How many of us 
would want another person to know 
everything about us? Yet knowing our 
weaknesses and our sins does not hurt 
God’s love for us. On the contrary, our 
weaknesses allow God to help us by 
answering our prayers or inspiring 
someone to come to our assistance. 
God permits us to sin, knowing that we 
can experience divine love in for-
giveness. We may not be able to grasp 
the full meaning of the Holy Trinity, 
but knowing that God shares this with 
faithful people helps us to love God 
even more.

service.  This daily opening of our lives to God 
should give us the courage needed to die to self, to 
set aside the temptation to always gratify our wills 
and to validate our plans.  I can think of nothing 
more difficult, nor anything more meaningful. I 
pray for all of us to desire and possess the clarity 
needed to set our hearts right, to put on the mind of 
Christ and take up our crosses in imitation of Him. 
Saints are those among us who are truly alive, who 
have caught a glimpse of God, and now burn with 
a desire to see Him face to face.

The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ 
You know the Catholic faith in regard to the Eucharist.  You know that since the Lord instituted it at the Last Supper, Cath-
olics have professed that the Eucharist is the Lord’s glorified, supernatural body, that it is a true, living real presence.  You 
know you believe but you also have said like the man in the Gospels, “Lord I believe; Help my unbelief.”  Honest doubts 
are like hunger pangs inviting you to study, pray and reflect on this mystery of faith.  As it has been said, “Feed your faith 
and your doubts will starve to death.”  Here are some free resources in our parish library and / or on FORMED.ORG to 
consider. 

Catholicism Session 7: Word Made Flesh, True Bread of Heaven.  Bishop Barron ex-
plores the ancient practices of the Church’s worship that endure to this very day and 
the notion that “all value is summed up in the Liturgy, the supreme act by which we 
commune with God.” Considered by the Catholic Faith to be “the source and sum-
mit” of its identity and mission, the Eucharist at the heart of the Church’s culture. Bish-
op Barron describes all the parts of the Mass and shows how the Sacred Liturgy em-
bodies the whole of the Faith in such diverse places as Jerusalem, Rome, Chicago, Or-
vieto, and Mexico City. 

Symbolon Session 2:  The Eucharist, Source and Summit of Christian Life. It looks like 
bread and wine, yet it is called the Real Presence of Jesus. It is also called the Eucha-
rist, but many Catholics would struggle to explain what that word means. What do 
Catholics really believe about the Sacrament of the Eucharist, and why has it become 
the center point of the Mass and our lives as Catholics? Session 3: Walk Through the 
Mass: Exploring the Sacred Liturgy: Every Sunday, Catholics gather together to cele-
brate the Mass. But do we understand the deeper meaning of what happens there? 
Now we can. 

Lectio-Eucharist:  (10 part DVD series) "The Lamb of God," "The Bread of Life," "The 
Body and the Blood of Christ"... these are phrases we know from the Mass. But do 
we understand what they mean in the greater and deeper context of Scripture and 
Church teaching? Acclaimed author and teacher Dr. Brant Pitre rigorously digs 
down to the biblical roots of the Eucharist, through its foreshadowing in the mirac-
ulous events of the Old Testament, the Gospels, and Apostolic teaching. We'll dis-
cover firsthand how Christ's Body and Blood are an integral and wondrous part of 
God's plan for our salvation.
