Have Faith 
As we get to the halfway point of Lent, 

we may be tempted to overconfidence: “The 
first three weeks weren’t so hard. I can go a 
few more weeks without the things I gave up. 
And I’ve only committed a few sins; maybe 
I’ll go to confession right before Easter.” If 
so, it might be a good idea to look at the 
second reading and the Gospel. 

St. Paul says that anyone who is over-
confident about their lack of sin “should take 
care not to fall” (1 Corinthians 10:12). He 
compares those people to the ones Moses 
brought through the desert. Just because 
they were God’s chosen people and had 
survived years in the desert doesn’t mean 
they are perfect. In fact, many were punished 
because they were tempted to follow false 
gods or to complain about the food and drink 

God provided them. Could the same thing 
happen to us? 

One form of overconfidence is rejecting 
what we learned as children. We may think, 
“I’m old enough to decide if I should go to 
church” or “I can take care of myself now; I 
don’t need God’s help.” Or we may think that 
holiness is just for priests and religious: “I go 
to church on Sundays; no need to pray the 
other days of the week.” If these sound famil-
iar because you have thought that way your-
self, Paul has a warning. His analogy of the 
Rock following the Hebrews in the desert 
refers to God’s constant presence to the 
people. In the same way, he is present to us 
today.  A couple of chapters after our second 
reading Paul says, “Now you are the body of 
Christ, and each one of you is a part of it”  (1 

Corinthians 12:27). But just as God was not 
pleased with those in the desert, God may 
not be pleased with us if we continue to ig-
nore the Lord. 

That brings us to the Gospel. In the 
parable of the fig tree, the owner is not 
pleased—the tree has not produced any fruit. 
Unlike the fig tree, God would be happy with 
any fruit we produce. We could be generous 
to the poor, we could fight for the unborn 
child’s right to life, we could welcome new 
members to the church, or we could simply 
teach our children how to pray. But if all we 
give is one hour a week in church, and ig-
nore God the rest of the time, we need to 
take heed. Like the owner of the fig tree, God 
is patient, but we only have so much time. 
So when do you plan to bear fruit?

3rd Sunday of Lent 
(LUKE 13:9) “He said to him in reply, ‘Sir, leave it for this year also, and I shall cultivate the ground around it  

and fertilize it;  it may bear fruit in the future.  If not you can cut it down.’” 
 
The parable teaches that uselessness invites disaster.  Idle time is the devil's time they say.  We are moving either forward 
or backward, either producing fruit or not producing fruit.  We must ask ourselves, "Of what use have we been?" It also 
teaches that nothing which only takes out can survive.  What do I mean?  The fig tree was always saying, "Gimme--
gimme," drawing all its strength and sustenance from the soil, and in return was producing nothing.  This is precisely what 
sin is. 

Do you know that oftentimes a root has split a rock, when suffered to remain in it?  
Give no judgment to the seed of evil, seeing that it will break up your faith.

1. Confession helps us to better “know 
thyself.”

Frequent 
Confession helps remind us to rely on 
God to help rid us of our sins. 
 

2. Confession helps us overcome vice.
