God is love. Love takes three—the Lover, the Beloved and the Bond of Love uniting them.
This love was gradually revealed, just as in courtship and marriage. Think of God the Father, the Cre-
ator: God’s Love “outside us.” Then God the Son, the Redeemer, God’s love
“beside us.” Then God the Holy Spirit, the Sanctifier: God’s love “inside us.” Love
is not complete until it becomes one with the beloved. Think of this in light of marriage and family. No
wonder there are attempts to redefine the family as male and female --- it would distort the image of the
Trinitarian God.
