Who Needs Love? 
Part of the first reading from Acts that 

we don’t hear is a vision Peter has, in 
which God tells him that all foods are OK 
to eat; no longer are some unclean. He 
later realizes that the vision was a symbol 
that all people are “clean,” Gentiles as 
well as Jews. All are called to have faith in 
Jesus. Not all of the early Christians under-
stood. The Jewish Christians were shocked 
that the Holy Spirit would give gifts, such 
as speaking in tongues, to Gentiles. Espe-
cially Gentiles who had not been baptized. 

Now the distinction between Gentile 
and Jewish Christians doesn’t seem very 
important today. But we still need to fol-
low St. Peter’s example of sharing our 
faith in Jesus. We seem to be more inter-
ested in converting other Christians than 

in bringing non-Christians to the faith. 
Does that mean we should drag any non-
believers we meet to church on Sunday? 
Should we brag about how much we love 
God? 

Today’s gospel gives us a hint at what 
we can do to bring others to Christ. Jesus 
makes it sound simple: Love one another 
as I love you. (Jn 15:12) Remember that 
God’s love for us comes first. That’s why 
the Gentiles in the first reading received 
the gifts of the Spirit before they were 
baptized. The second reading from John 
tells us that love is not people loving God; 
it’s that God loved us first, enough to send 
his Son to die for us. We may think that 
we have chosen to love and follow Jesus, 
but as the gospel tells us, Jesus chose us 

before we ever chose him. So maybe that 
part about loving others as Jesus loves us 
is not so much about being willing to die 
for those you love. It may just be our will-
ingness to love others without requiring 
that they love us first. 

How can we do that? I can introduce 
myself to someone new to the parish that 
I see in church. I can offer to help the 
poor without waiting for the pastor to 
beg. I can be courteous to other drivers, 
letting them go in front of me in heavy 
traffic. I can make a priority of seeing 
what I can do for others, instead of what 
they can do for me. Perhaps part of our 
daily prayer can be asking God to show us 
who needs our love today.

We want to become people of desire and discipline in our efforts to grow in our 
appreciation and appropriation of the faith.  The fruits of this joyful struggle will be greater 
consolation in this life and eternal joy in the next. 

Hospitable ~ We are a community that welcome others. While we may not be able to wel-
come everyone to join us at the altar, we do welcome any who want to worship with us. We 
want to welcome any who come to us seeking fellowship in our varied and many communities 
and activities of our family of faith. Last weekend was one of the greatest examples of hospital-
ity. While people may like our sausage, they love our hospitality and kind welcome. Leaving 
our grounds with a good taste in their mouths is about more than sausage and applesauce. 
Thank you all for making hospitality one of our shining charisms. 

Motivated ~ The real fruit of desire and discipline is constant and sustained motivation. We 
are not proclaiming perfect motivation, we all grow tired and struggle against our personal 

sinfulness, but we are striving to be motivated in our love for God and neighbor.  We should constantly ask 
the Holy Spirit to grant us greater clarity in our motivation. Life is full of distractions and our feelings are 
often prone to distortions. Only the grace of God can help us untangle the web of confusion that is constantly 
being woven in our lives. When those moments of clarity arrive, they can empower us to make great changes 
in our lives or motivate us to fulfill desires that we previously lacked the discipline to complete. Our God has 
an immense desire to pour His very life and love into our hearts. When we allow that to happen the miracu-
lous and amazing has the possibility of unfolding in our very midst. Moments of clarity are great, but they 
are not meant to be rare and seldom experienced. Moments of clarity are meant to lead to a lifetime of deep-
ening clarity and joyful commitment to the Gospel.

With our Confirmation Candidates getting confirmed in 
the Spirit, it is fitting to review some of the workings of 
the Spirit by way of charisms and spiritual gifts.  Below 
are excerpts from a helpful pamphlet by Fr. Bob Hogan 

 

What is a Charism or Spiritual Gift?  
a)  Charism is the Greek word for “gratuitous gift” 
b)  Charisms are special abilities given to Christians by 

the Holy Spirit to enable them to be powerful chan-
nels of God’s love, manifesting God’s presence in the 
world. 

c)  They are “manifestations of the Spirit” (1 Cor. 12: 7) 
for some benefit; for building up the Church, en-
couragement, and solace (1 Cor. 14: 3). 

d)  They are to be used in charity or service to build up 
the Church (Catechism 2003). 

 

Lists of Charismatic Gifts in St. Paul’s Letters 
a) Romans 12: 4-8: Prophecy, Ministry (Service), Teach-

ing, Exhortation/Preaching, Almsgiving (contributing 
financially), Works (or acts) of Mercy.  

b) 1 Corinthians 12: 4-11: Word (or expression) of Wis-
dom, Word (or expression) of Knowledge, Faith, 
Gifts of Healing, Mighty Deeds (Miracles), Prophecy, 
Discernment of Spirits, Tongues, Interpretation of 
Tongues.  

c)  Ephesians 4: 7-16: Apostle, Prophet, Evangelist, Pas-
tor, Teacher. 

 

Understanding the Lists:  
Since the lists differ, Paul does not seem to imply 

that these are the only gifts or the only ways that the 
Spirit works. These are not intended to be exhaustive 
lists of the charisms. They are intended to show exam-
ples of the variety of ways the Holy Spirit manifests his 
presence in the Church. 

Charisms are not inherited from parents or achieved 
through education and practice. They are given to us by 
the Holy Spirit, are supernaturally empowered and fo-
cused outward toward service of others. 

The traditional “seven gifts of the Holy Spirit”  
(Isaiah 11) are the gifts we receive in union with Je-

sus, the messianic King. They enable us to have Godly 
characteristics in the ways we are called to be leaders. 
We are servant leaders with: wisdom, understanding, 
counsel, strength, knowledge and fear of the Lord, ena-
bling us to make Spirit-inspired judgments, and to bring 
peace and reconciliation to enemies. 

 

 The fruit of the Spirit: Love, joy, peace, patience, 
kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control 
(Galatians 5: 16-26) are the Spirit-inspired, Christ-like 
qualities that enable us to relate with others in an other-
centered, unselfish way. The charisms are gifts to be giv-
en away. They are focused outward for serving others 
and manifesting God’s presence to others.  

 
A List of Charisms: Administration, Celibacy, Craftsman-

ship, Discernment of spirits, Encouragement, Evange-
lization, Faith, Giving, Healing, Helper, Hospitality, 
Intercessory Prayer, Leadership, Mercy, Missionary, 
Music, Pastoring, Preaching, Prophecy, Service, 
Teaching, Tongues, Voluntary Poverty, Word of 
Knowledge, Word of Wisdom, Writing, Other? 

 
Attitude Toward Charisms:  
 Paul describes charisms as part of the normal experi-
ence of the Church, and integral to the functioning of 
the Church. Paul exhorts his readers four times to: - 
“strive eagerly” for the gifts (1 Cor. 12: 31; 14: 1, 12, 39), 
and not to “forbid” them (1 Cor. 14:39) or “despise” 
them (2 Thess. 5: 20), but “test” them (1 Thess. 5: 21) 
and use them “properly and in order” (1 Cor. 14: 40).
