No Good Deed Goes Unpunished

When Jesus rose from the dead, he
showed his disciples that even death
will be overcome by God. In today’s
Gospel, he expands that to include
most of the bad things that can happen
to both non-believers and disciples
alike.

Starting with the destruction of the
temple in Jerusalem, Jesus mentions
most of the scary things that people
thought would bring the end of the
world. He gives two pieces of advice.
First, don’t be fooled by anyone who
says this is the end or who claims to be
Jesus. When Jesus comes again, there
will be no doubt about who it is. You
won’t have to learn about it on the
evening news. Then, don’t be terrified
by natural disasters or wars. Wars, epi-
demics, earthquakes, and the rest hap-

pen throughout history and will hap-
pen again.

As disciples, we hope we would
respond to disasters not with fear, but
with love. Believers can voluntarily
help those affected, comfort the survi-
vors, or help rebuild their homes or
schools. You may choose to give at a
blood drive or donate to one of the
charities that help disaster victims. Peo-
ple have welcomed strangers into their
homes after a flood or hurricane has
destroyed a neighborhood.

There is a saying that “no good
deed goes unpunished.” Jesus never
says that his disciples would be given
awards for their acts of charity. In the
second half of the Gospel, he says that
his disciples would be persecuted, hat-
ed, and even betrayed by their own

families. Jesus has advice for that situa-
tion, too. He presents it as an oppor-
tunity to give testimony, or witness, to
our faith. His advice sounds strange at
first. Unlike a modern lawyer, who
practices with a witness before they go
into the courtroom, Jesus tells us “not
to prepare your defense,” but to let
him give us the words. 1 suspect that he
means not to worry about what you
might say, lest you become scared
speechless. If you let him, Jesus will
“prepare” you with the scripture read-
ings, your pastor’s homilies, and your
own prayer life. All of these can help
open us to the gifts of the Spirit, who
helps us proclaim our faith without
fear.

Some Thoughts on Surveys

Dear Parishioners,

Early in September we took a survey on a varie-
ty of liturgy related questions. The real question I
was looking to discern was the introduction of
Praise & Worship music into our musical expres-
sion at Mass. You can read the results to the ques-
tions that pertained to that issue in this bulletin. If
you would like to see the response to all the ques-
tions, copies are available in the office. The other
questions asked are important for discerning the
direction of music ministry, but the ones pertaining
to music evoke the greatest response.

After much discussion and prayer, the decision
was made to bring back the late Mass and make it
an 11:30 Mass complete with Praise & Worship mu-
sic. I am hoping that the people who are engaged
by Praise & Worship will find this Mass worth
their time and interest. I also hope that the timing
of the Mass will work for those who have opted to
attend Mass elsewhere because the early Masses
do not work with their schedule. I pray this Mass
will draw forth the same level of engagement that
is present at the 9:30 Mass. For the people who
don’t prefer P&W, they can happily pray at the
other Masses. The role of music is to draw our
hearts and minds into the liturgy. We want to
praise God with the angels and saints. Music and

acts of worship walk a fine line between engaging
us in worship without trying to cross over the
threshold of entertaining us. Many people fail to
discern the difference between engagement and
entertainment. In short, engagement draws us out
of ourselves, while entertainment focuses us on
ourselves.

Many thanks to all those who took the time to
complete the surveys. About half of the assembly
at any given Mass took the time to complete them.
Surveys can be a useful tool in pastoral discern-
ment. It is a quick way to get a limited summary of
what people think about a given topic. Surveys are
an easy means of gathering opinions, but they
should not be thought of as placing a vote. While
there will be times we may vote on some issue fac-
ing parish life, surveys are more of a way of gaug-
ing what respondents think. To be frank, we know
nothing of what non-respondents think. We can
only guess. Again you have my thanks to all who
filled out the survey. If you have additional com-
ments or questions, please feel free to contact me
via e-mail or dropping by the office.

Dear IHM Parish Family:
I wanted to follow up on the survey I took at the beginning of September related to music at Mass.

First, I am grateful to everyone who participated in the survey. Each of us has unique preferences for worship, and un-
derstanding trends in these preferences helps me to please the majority. In a nutshell, the results of the survey evi-
denced that our parish has a significant number of folks on all sides of a debate about music and worship. A variety of
opinions —from opposition to any music at Mass all the way to wanting a full worship band at Mass —were well-
represented. As Director of Liturgy and Music, my job is to lead as many folks as possible to prayer and a deepening of
faith through the liturgical events at IHM. This being said, here is a breakdown of the questions, results, and finally, a
detailed description of how we will try to offer a satisfying worship experience for everyone.

I began with four basic questions related to involvement in parish life. Next, I asked questions about what common
worship genres move folks to prayer in order to gain an understanding of types of music might be most effective for
worship in this parish. third, I asked specific questions about satisfaction with the different ensembles at IHM to get
feedback about how I can encourage them to grow. While I am not publishing responses about our own ensembles at
IHM, gauging satisfaction with the music they provide is helpful for me. Finally, I asked questions about involvement
in youth ministry and Life Teen. Because the most significant change I had proposed involved the addition of praise
and worship music, I wanted to get an idea about parishioners” exposure to it. Involvement in youth ministry or Life
Teen is the most common way adult Catholics become familiar with modern praise and worship music. I feel it is im-
portant to note, that unrelated to my personal preference for music at liturgy, I have experienced modern praise and
worship music as one of the most effective means of evangelization and formation of teens and young adults.

Here are the most significant findings from each Mass for a few significant questions:

4pm: 133 surveys completed

I Am Moved to Prayer by Praise and Worship Music: 54% 21% 25%

I Am Moved to Prayer by Traditional Choir Singing: 74% 7% 19%

I Prefer No Music at Mass: 16% 66% 18%
7:30am: 101 surveys completed

I Am Moved to Prayer by Praise and Worship Music: 47 % 20% 33%

I Am Moved to Prayer by Traditional Choir Singing: 61% 12% 27%

I Prefer No Music at Mass: 15% 68% 17%
9:30am: 164 surveys completed

I Am Moved to Prayer by Praise and Worship Music: 65% 12% 23%

I Am Moved to Prayer by Traditional Choir Singing: 79% 3% 18%

I Prefer No Music at Mass: 5% 87% 8%

I'd like to preface discussion of the results by saying that none of them are inherently good or bad, just differences of
opinion.

While the 9:30 Mass was certainly the most receptive to praise and worship music, they also felt most strongly about
enjoyment of choir singing. Compounded by the fact that the choir is already ministering happily at this Mass, it would
be unwise for me to do anything to change that.

At 7:30am, folks were least receptive to praise and worship music, and more indifferent to any kind of music in general.
This being said, it seems keeping the current practice of a cantor and accompanist with minimal music (for example re-
citing the Gloria) is supported by the data.

This left the 4pm Mass. While I had originally imagined the praise and worship band finding a home at this Mass, and
despite a majority enjoying this type of music, there is still a vocal, but non-insignificant minority who would struggle
with this decision. Therefore, 4pm will keep with the current practice of a cantor and accompanist leading the music.

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1. Data still shows we are a parish where a majority of folks do enjoy the praise and worship genre.

We were left with two concerns:

2. We struggle to reach a number of young people proportional to overall Mass attendance verses registered parish-
ioners.

After much prayer and discernment, Fr. Tom and I felt called to bring back a third Sunday Mass after the 9:30am Mass.
Our decision is informed by both data from this survey, and a desire for a later Sunday Mass expressed to us via word
of mouth. Beginning this Advent, on December 1, IHM will add at 11:30am Mass (not 11:15am like the Mass that was
omitted in 2017) to its regular Sunday schedule, with the praise and worship band leading music. The contemporary
choir will also find a home at this Mass, giving the praise and worship band the Sunday after each monthly ADORE the

weekend off.

Again, thank you to everyone who helped us in this discernment by participating in this survey. Please continue read-
ing to hear from Fr. Tom about his hopes for the 11:30 Mass.
