What’s New? 
I never noticed it before, but our 

reading from Mark’s Gospel is similar to 
the story in John’s Gospel of the wed-
ding feast at Cana. They begin with a 
problem presented to Jesus: Lack of 
wine (John) and a place for Passover 
meal (Mark).  They both involve jars of 
water. Jesus responds to both by giving 
orders: to the waiters (John) and to the 
apostles (Mark) and both have miracu-
lous changes: water into wine (John) 
and bread and wine into Jesus’ Body 
and Blood (Mark). 

Now the wedding feast showed 
Jesus using the water meant for purifica-
tion and changing it to wine for a wed-
ding. The Jews needed to purify any 
dishes in order to keep the kosher laws. 

But Jesus replaced those laws with a 
new one, the law of love, symbolized 
by the wedding. In our Gospel today, 
Jesus replaces ordinary food with spir-
itual food. He is doing something new, 
beyond the requirements of the Old 
Testament.  

What does that mean for us? Jesus 
is showing God’s love for us in a new 
way. You might say He is replacing the 
way He comes to us. The bread and 
wine at the Last Supper were signs of 
Jesus’ body being broken and His blood 
poured out for us on the cross. When 
He gave His life for us, He rose from the 
dead to give us hope. And now we 
have the Eucharist, in which He be-
comes our new food and drink. Just as 

the Passover meal became a sign of Je-
sus’ real death on the cross, our Eucha-
rist is the sacrament of His real presence 
among us today.  

Do we really believe that the Eu-
charist is Jesus, the Son of God? The 
way to measure that is to ask, how has 
Jesus changed your life? Do you love 
others more because you know God 
loves you? Do you have less fear of the 
future, because the Holy Spirit gives you 
courage? Do your children know Jesus, 
because you share your faith with them? 
In the Eucharist, God gives us a new 
way to be with Him. Let us look for-
ward to being renewed in spirit when-
ever we receive the Body and Blood of 
Christ.

If someone charted all my 
words and actions over a period of a month, would their report give much evidence that I truly believed in the Eucharist?

Prayer Warriors for Priests

In an article entitled “The Seven Daily 
Habits of Holy Apostolic People,” Fr. 
John McCloskey writes of the time test-
ed seven habits that serve as the princi-
ple means to achieve holiness.  While 
attending Sunday Mass is a Command-
ment of God and the Church, and thus a 
matter of precept and  obligation for the 
Catholic, one should also make an effort 
to make Mass the center of one’s life.  
Taking advantage of the Mass being of-

fered throughout the week as one’s duties and state in 
life allow, is an opportunity for all to consider.  Fr. 
McCloskey writes, “The fourth daily habit is participating 
in Holy Mass and receiving Holy Communion in the 
state of grace. This is the most important habit of all the 
seven (cf. John 6:22-65). As such, it has to be at the very 
center of our interior life and consequently our day. It is 
the most intimate act possible to man. There we encoun-
ter the living Christ, participate in the renewal of His 
sacrifice for us and unite body soul, to the Risen Christ 
and ourselves.  

Fr. Tom’s # 10 of 10 Top Things to Do as a Catholic, he 
recommends, “Go to Mass More than Once a Week and 
find time to Pray before the Blessed Sacrament.” This is 
the 20th year of Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament 
around the clock Monday through Friday here at Im-
maculate Heart of Mary.  All we can say is, “Praise 
God.”   

 

The Church and the world have a great need for Eucha-
ristic worship. Jesus awaits us in this sacrament of love. 
Let us not refuse the time to go to meet him in adora-
tion, in contemplation full of faith, and open to making 
amends for the serious offenses and crimes of the world.
