Dynamic Catholic, Alive! – The Beatitudes: It’s about Joy! 

Today’s Gospel, the beginning of the Sermon on the Mount, re‐
minds us of the challenge of living our faith with a generous and 
selfless spirit.  In his Commentary on the Sermon on the Mount, 
St. Augustine wrote that the Beatitudes provide us with “the per‐
fect standard of the Christian Life.”  We can come to a greater 
understanding of our progress and growth in the spiritual life by 
stepping back and examining ourselves to see when we have 
been merciful and poor in spirit.  It is beneficial for all of us to 
examine our conscience daily to ask God for the grace to simplify 
our lives and to be more generous to others.  This examination 
can help us become peacemakers with pure hearts who may have 
to suffer persecution for the sake of our hunger and thirst for 
justice.  We must remember that the Beatitudes are about joy.  
Pope Saint John Paul II illuminated this truth when he said, “The 
joy promised by the Beatitudes is the very joy of Jesus himself: a 
joy sought and found in obedience to the Father and in the gift of
