Catholic IQ Answers 
1. b) “ChrisƟan iniƟaƟon is accomplished by three Sacraments 
together: BapƟsm, which is the beginning of new life; Confirma-
Ɵon, which is its strengthening; and the Eucharist, which nour-
ishes the disciple with Christ’s Body and Blood for his transfor-
maƟon in Christ” (CCC, n. 1275). 
2. a) See Canon Law, n. 1252. 
3. c) “The seasons and days of penance…are parƟcularly appro-
priate for spiritual exercises, penitenƟal liturgies, pilgrimages as 
signs of penance, voluntary self-denial such as fasƟng and alms-
giving, and charitable and missionary works” (CCC, n. 1438). 
4. False. Lent concludes on Holy Thursday, when the Church 
begins the great celebraƟons of the death and ResurrecƟon of 
Jesus. Palm Sunday, oŌen called Passion Sunday, marks the 
beginning of Holy Week. On Palm Sunday we commemorate 
Jesus’ triumphal entrance into Jerusalem. 
5. d) Besides one full meal on a day of fasƟng, small snacks—not 
adding up to another full meal—are permiƩed once or twice a 
day. 
6. b) Good Friday is a day of intense prayer and fasƟng as Catho-
lics meditate on Christ’s sacrifice on the cross. 
7. False. Although believers in Christ see Israel’s 40 years in the 
desert (Numbers 14:32-34) as a spiritual analogy to Lent, only 
ChrisƟans observe Lent as a penitenƟal Ɵme to prepare spiritu-
ally for Easter. 
8. c) See CCC, n. 2462. 
9. False. However, Catholics should try to embrace the teachings 
and pracƟces of the Church which have created saints for centu-
ries. IntenƟonally disobeying or flaunƟng a Church rule is a seri-
ous sin that must be confessed. 
10. d) “The Spirit drove him out into the desert, and he re-
mained in the desert for forty days, tempted by Satan” (Mark 
1:12-13). 
Bonus: True: Because Lent is a season of penance, and Sundays 
are always a day to celebrate the resurrecƟon victory of our 
Lord Jesus Christ, Sundays are not counted in the 40 days of 
Lent.
