He continually reaches out to us and
desires our eternal salvation. Paragraph 27 of the Catechism
provides us with a beautiful summary of the Gospel today:
“The desire for God is written in the human heart, because
man is created by God and for God; and God never ceases to
draw man to himself.

Catholic IQ Answers

1. c) Lent is about six weeks long, beginning with Ash
Wednesday and ending on Holy Thursday.

2. d) The blessed palms from the previous year’s Palm
Sunday are burned to make the ashes that are used on
Ash Wednesday.

3. True. However, some dioceses and parishes discour-
age weddings during Lent. Also, weddings are forbidden
on Good Friday and Holy Saturday (see “Congregation for
Divine Worship 1988 Circular Letter Concerning the Prep-
aration and Celebration of the Easter Feasts,” n. 61 and
75).

4. b) We avoid eating meat on Fridays as a form of self-
denial. Many use the money saved by eating simpler and
less-expensive meals to help those who are poor.

5. d) Through prayer, penance, and confession, we con-
centrate on ridding ourselves of everything that separates
us from God.

6. a) See Matthew 4:1-11; Luke 4:1-13; Catechism of the
Catholic Church, n. 540.

7. d) The liturgies of Lent and the Easter Triduum re-
count the great events of salvation history (see CCC, n.
1095).

8. a) Because Jesus said whatever we do to the least
among us we do to him, Catholic tradition has always
taught that charity toward those who are poor is an es-
sential practice for entrance into eternal life (see
Matthew 25:31-46).

9. ¢) For those in the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
(RCIA), and for the entire faith community, the Lenten
Season “is a time for spiritual recollection in preparation
for the celebration of the Paschal Mystery” (“The Rite of
Christian Initiation of Adults,” n. 138).

10. False. Many Christian denominations engage in pray-
er, fasting, and almsgiving in preparation for Easter. Jews
and Muslims also practice fasting and self-denial for spir-
itual renewal.
