Heart Speaks to Heart 
Dear parishioners,  
 
 Last Sunday I spoke about this workbook in my homily. I  
wanted to provide some further information on it as well as reasons to 
consider it as an aid in your spiritual journey. 
 
 “The Inner Heart of My Faith journal provides a simple format 
for narrative reflection uniting human formation and spiritual  
formation in a highly personal manner. It also emphasizes the need to  
increasingly awaken the human heart in exercising the gift of faith. The 
exercising of faith provides windows into seeing, assessing and  
discerning the human heart’s desires, abilities, willingness and  

readiness to surrender to receiving and abiding in God’s love, in Jesus’ risen, pierced Heart.” - page 4. 
 
 Fr.. Horn lays out three uses and subsequent fruits of using this workbook as a tool in your spiritual 
growth and journey: 
• Awakening— The first purpose of this personal reflection instrument is to assist in awakening the  
      human heart to the healing love that is readily accessible within Jesus’ risen, pierced Heart. 
• Interior Data—The second purpose of The Inner Heart of my Faith journal is to establish a baseline ability 

to qualitatively measure the affective maturation in living humbly, in the power of the Holy Spirit. 
• Diagnostic Tool—The third purpose of The Inner Heart of My Faith journal is to provide a pastoral  
      diagnostic tool that can serve spiritual directors, pastoral counselors and spiritual formation personnel 
       in their ministries of healing.  
 
 Who doesn’t want to experience the healing power of God’s love? How often are we tempted to 
bury the hurts, pains and disappointments of life? We place them somewhere deep within our past and 
hope that they never come to mind again. Our God, all three Persons, are waiting to meet us in every one of 
our experiences.  Every single experience is to be seen in the light of their love, mercy and acceptance. Good 
news—Healing is powerful and leads to life and joy. Bad news—Doing the work that gets there takes time, 
patience and sustained effort. Many desire to receive the good news, but don’t have the will to work 
through the initial bad news. My offer as always is to help any of you in your pilgrimage of faith. Nothing 
matters to me more than your knowing, loving and joyfully serving Our God. If by chance you investigate 
this wonderful resource, know that I am more than willing to help you utilize it as completely as possible.

ANSWERS TO CATHOLIC IQ 
1. (c) See John 2:1-11 for this miracle that Jesus worked after his 
mother told the servants, “Do whatever he tells you.” 
2. (c) From the Latin vocare, meaning “to call.” In a general sense, 
the call to be followers of Jesus in a life of service includes every-
one—single, married, or professional religious—and it begins 
with our baptism.  
3. (a) This was a divine promise, called a “covenant.” Covenants 
were usually accompanied by a special sign or ritual. See this part 
of Noah’s story in Genesis 9:12-17. 
4. (b) Keyed to translations or the original languages, a biblical 
concordance is a necessary reference book for students of Scrip-
ture. 
5. (b) See Matthew 14:28-31. When Peter became fearful, he start-
ed to sink. Jesus reached out his hand and saved Peter. 
6. (c) Ecumenism (from the Greek word for “world”) encourages 
greater cooperation among Christian churches with the hope of 
future unity. 
7. (d) The intersecting circles represent wedding rings. The cross 
represents Christ, in whom the man and woman commit their 
lifelong fidelity to each other. 
8. (c) In the Gospels an “apostle” may be any of the disciples of 
Jesus. After the Ascension, the term becomes more limited to “the 
Twelve.” 
9. (a) This phrase refers to the innate dignity of human life and 
reflects a reference to Jesus’ seamless tunic in John 19:23. Cardinal 
Joseph Bernardin used this reference in one of his speeches. It was 
hailed as uniquely appropriate at the time, and has been used 
ever since. 
10. (a) Many long-term disputes between papal representatives 
and the patriarch of Constantinople led to this unfortunate split. 
The word “schism” comes from the Greek word for division.

In 18 minutes Fishers of Men 
easily does what hours of apologeƟc talks on the 

This film 
beauƟfully and emoƟonally demonstrates what Christ meant when he 

proclaimed, "And the gates of hell shall not prevail against it [the 
Church]." Fishers of Men was developed by the United States  

Conference of Bishops' CommiƩee on VocaƟons. It is a film intended 
to renew priests' sense of fulfillment in their vocaƟon and to  

encourage them to draw on that saƟsfacƟon to invite other men to 
pursue the priesthood. But it is likely to have a much broader and 

global affect on Catholics of all ilks and non-Catholics of every stripe.

-paced, emoƟonally-charged video that reveals the many facets of a 
priest's daily life, and demonstrates why only real men can become 
priests. At Nineveh's Crossing we believe that every lay-Catholic in 

America should see this film.
