HEALTH SPOT: I am writing to you at the request of one 
of our parishioners, Mary Stassi.  Mary called me to talk 
about her enrollment and participation in a groups named 
TOPS (taking pounds off sensibly).  Now that we are into 
the time of New Year’s resolutions often without a plan as 
to how we are going to accomplish our goals I was most 
delighted to talk with her.  She has been attending for 
some time and wanted to share information about the 
group so that she could extend the opportunity to the rest 
of the parish that they might be able to benefit as she has.  
So, the following is what she shared with me. TOPS is a 
non-profit organization that meets on a weekly basis. A 
physician’s prescription is necessary to certify that you 
would profit by belonging to the organization and pursu-
ing weight loss activities such as diet and exercise.  Group 
walks and other activities are part of the program.   No 
products are sold by TOPS.  Meetings are conducted by 
the elected members. Members weigh in prior to the meet-
ing. Programs and discussions dealing with a healthy life-
style are also part of the weekly meetings.  Members are 
offered encouragement, support and recognition on an 
ongoing bases.  The membership fee is $32.00 annually for 
the national organization and $3.00 per month for the lo-
cal chapter.
