DAY OF PRAYER AGAINST HUMAN TRAFFICKING

Today is the International Day of Prayer and Aware-

ness Against Human Trafficking; Pope Francis made this
the theme of his 2015 World Day of Peace sermon on New
Year's Day. 25-35 million people are estimated to be
forced into work or sexual bondage. It is prevalent in the
U.S.; Missouri is 10th in human trafficking violations; it is
happening here in St. Charles Co. Young or poor people
and immigrants are especially vulnerable. What can you
do? Pray against it; become aware of what to watch for by
attending Human Trafficking 101 seminars upcoming in
the county.

ANSWERS TO CATHOLIC IQ

1. (c) The Swiss Guard, organized in 1505, is responsible for
safeguarding the pope during his public appearances. The
uniform of the Swiss Guard was designed by Michelangelo.

2. (b) St. Frances Xavier Cabrini (1850-1917), foundress of the
Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, overcame many
obstacles to set up schools, orphanages, and hospitals for Italian
immigrants to the U.S. Her feast day is December 22.

3. (a) Cephas is the Aramaic word for “the rock,” the nickname
given to Simon Peter in John 1:42. Petros is its Greek form.

4. (b) Pentecost (see Acts 2:1-41) belongs among the Glorious
Mysteries. The remaining two Joyful Mysteries are the
Annunciation (see Luke 1:26-38) and the Nativity (see Luke 2:1-
20).

5. (b) Mark’s Gospel is the shortest. Biblical scholars consider
the Gospel of Mark to be the oldest of the four Gospels, written
between 65 and 70 AD.

6. (b) The business of running a diocese takes place in its
chancery. Under the direction of the bishop or his appointed
representative, the chancery handles all the documents that
concern the official business of the diocese.

7. (a) Jews venerate the Torah (which means “the Teaching”)
with special honor. Catholics sometimes refer to these same five
books as the “Pentateuch” (“the Five”). In a wider sense, the
Torah also refers to all teachings of Judaism.

8. (d) This fourth-century bishop was known for his holiness and
charity, which included his gift of three bags of gold to three
dowry-less sisters. His feast day is December 6.

9. (c) We tried to fool you with the other names---using last
names of folks who in the past worked here at IHM, Margaret
Bybee, Dot Weiskopf and John Hammerschmidt (RIP)

10. (d) “Only a poor mulatto” in his own estimation, St. Martin
de Porres (1579-1639) served the outcasts, established an
orphanage, and ran a clinic for the sick. His feast day is
November 3.
