“IN THE DESERT YOU CAN REMEMBER YOUR NAME   
'CAUSE THERE AIN'T NO ONE FOR TO GIVE YOU NO PAIN” 

 
Name that tune! 
 It is a rather corny song to be honest, as many songs were during the early 70’s.  As goofy as that 
song might be, its sentiments about the solitude of the desert are very true.  One of the preeminent images 
of the Lenten Season is the desert.  In our Judeo-Christian tradition the desert is the training ground for 
covenant living. The Church invites us to prayerfully remember the forty years Israel spent in the desert 
and the forty days Our Lord spent in the desert. 
 For Israel, the desert was a place and time of discipline. They were being both chastised for their  
repeated lack of trust and also schooled in how to become a people of faith. God constantly invited Israel to 
trust Him, and only the forty years of extreme desert life taught Israel that God is faithful to the  
covenant.  In the desert we either come to know God or we perish. As we come to know God we also  
discover who we are in relationship to Him.  Genuine self-knowledge only comes from self-surrender. 
       Jesus enters the desert immediately after His baptism and spends forty days in prayer and fasting. He is 
alone in prayer with His Father. Those days of communion prepared and strengthened Him for His years 
of ministry. Every act of His life flows from the bond He shares with His Father. At the end of His prayer 
and fasting Jesus was tempted by Satan. Much as Adam and Eve were tempted at the beginning of their 
lives, Jesus was tested at the beginning of His public life. Adam and Eve crumbled in the face of temptation 
and brought sin into the world. Jesus triumphed over temptation and began the restoration of creation. 
 This Lent I invite you to enter your desert. Find some time for silence and solitude. Ask God to help 
you silence the endless chatter that goes on in your mind. Ask God to help you have courage to sit in the 
silence and wrestle with your demons.  Invite Jesus to enlighten your heart to His presence with you. God 
does not abandon  us in the desert, but rather calls us to radical dependency.  Entrusting ourselves to God 
opens the doors of our hearts to really knowing Him. And once we come to know God, we can begin to  
understand and really know ourselves.
