MEDITATION ON TODAY’S GOSPEL

(Luke 13:9) “He said to him in reply, “Sir, leave it
for this year also, and I shall cultivate the ground around
it and fertilize it; it may bear fruit in the future. If not
you can cut it down.””

The parable teaches that uselessness invites disaster. Idle
time is the devil's time they say. We are moving either
forward or backward, either producing fruit or not
producing fruit. We must ask ourselves, "Of what use
have we been?" It also teaches that nothing which only
takes out can survive. What do I mean? The fig tree was
always saying, "Give me--gimme," drawing all its
strength and sustenance from the soil, and in return was
producing nothing. This is precisely what sin is.

The sign-up sheet is in the narthex. When it is your turn, Fr.
Tom will give you the icon, a candle, and a load of information
to ponder. When you return it the next week, another family
will take it home and continue praying. Let’s keep it going!
