The aggressive actions of Jesus are a prophetic sign 
of the Temple’s imminent destruction. The expulsion 
of oxen, sheep, and pigeons from the precincts  
likewise signifies the termination of animal sacrifice 
in the Temple.   Allegorically, church father Origen 
writes, “The sanctuary is the undisciplined soul, 
filled, not with animals and merchants, but with 
earthly and senseless  attachments.  Christ must  
expel them with the whip of his divine doctrine to 
make spiritual worship possible.”

♦ If I heard it once that day, I heard it dozens of times: “Father, your parish sure is lucky to have 

such great volunteers.” I couldn’t agree more! Many of our guests took time to tell me how they 
were personally touched by your kindness and thoughtfulness as you served them in numerous 
ways. Such hospitality is one of our hallmarks and distinctive parish charisms. It is not  

      something that happens by accident, but flows from an attitude of service and a desire to love  
     our neighbors in very real and concrete ways.

Dynamic Catholic, Alive! – Why go to Confession? 
When was the last time you went to confession? Many spiritual 
directors recommend going once a month. Last week, we learned 
about the reality of sin. Christ instituted the Sacrament of  
Reconciliation for the conversion of the baptized who have been 
separated from Him by sin. “Each of the faithful who has reached 
the age of discretion is bound to confess his or her mortal sins at 
least once a year and always before receiving Holy  
Communion” (Compendium, 305). In the words of Pope Francis: 
“Be courageous and go to confession.” archstl.org/dynamic  

A MISCONCEPTION among some Catholics is that 
the priest has an ideal job: he works one day each 
week, Sunday. They forget that the other six days a 
week, the priest works long and hard behind the 
scenes:  bringing communion to the sick and elderly, 
counseling troubled families, visting school classes, 
preparing individuals for sacraments. Often the job is  
frustrating, exhausting and thankless, but always of 
vital importance. Take some time this week and  
express appreciation to your priest for the difficult 
work he does. 



PSR Corner:     The month of March is tradiƟonally dedicated to St. Joseph.  As we strive to live out 
the Archdiocesan call for a Year of Prayer, consider ways to seek the intercession of St. Joseph in 
your family life and in your family prayer.  St. Teresa of Avila wrote: “It seems that to other saints 
our Lord has given power to help us in only one kind of necessity; but this glorious saint, I know by 
my own experience, assists us in all kinds of necessiƟes....I only request, for the love of God, that 
whoever will not believe me will test the truth of what I say, for he will see by experience how 
great a blessing it is to recommend oneself to this glorious Patriarch and to be devout to 
him....Whoever wants a master to instruct him how to pray, let him choose this glorious saint for 
his guide, and he will not lose his way.”

ANSWERS TO CATHOLIC IQ 
1. c) The Greek word mysterion was translated into LaƟn by 
two terms: mysterium and sacramentum (see CCC, n. 774).  
2. c) BapƟsm cleanses us from Original Sin and all personal sins 
(see General CatecheƟcal Directory, n. 57).    
3. b) “Every priest who hears confessions is bound under very 
severe penalƟes to keep absolute secrecy regarding the sins that 
his penitents have confessed to him. This secret, which admits 
of no excepƟons, is called the ‘sacramental seal’” (CCC, n. 1467). 
4. a) In ancient Roman religions, the word sacramentum meant 
an oath or a sacred bond.   
5. b) “The Lord Jesus Christ, physician of our souls and bodies, 
who forgave the sins of the paralyƟc and restored him to bodily 
health, has willed that his Church conƟnue…his work of healing 
and salvaƟon” (CCC, n. 1421). 
6. d) “Holy Orders and Matrimony are directed towards the 
salvaƟon of others...They confer a parƟcular mission in the 
Church and serve to build up the People of God” (CCC, n. 1534). 
7. c) Catholics receive the Eucharist weekly (some receive dai-
ly), Penance as oŌen as necessary, and the Sacrament of the 
Sick when gravely ill. 
8. c) Sacramentals “signify effects, parƟcularly of a spiritual 
nature, which are obtained through the intercession of the 
Church” (CCC, n. 1667). 
9. False. MarƟn Luther and later reformers determined that 
only BapƟsm and Holy Communion are referenced in Scripture 
so they dropped the other Sacraments. Catholics determined 
that all the Sacraments are referenced in Scripture, based on the 
interpretaƟons of ChrisƟans through the centuries. 
10. False. Monks, brothers, and sisters take vows of poverty, 
chasƟty, and obedience. They do not receive a Sacrament like 
those ordained to the priesthood who receive Holy Orders.
