“Our Lady of Kibeho.”  WriƩen by a survivor of the 

Rwandan genocide in 1994, Immaculee Ilibagiza, (best-
selling author of “LeŌ to Tell”) this book recounts the 

approved appariƟons of our Lady to several  
schoolchildren nearly 10 years before the tragedy of 
Rwandan bloodshed.  Both personal, insighƞul and 

inspiraƟonal, this account speaks of the miraculous encounters that 
warned a naƟon to turn to the Lord through conversion, coming from 
the loving words of our Lord’s mother.  It has been a long Ɵme since I 
started a book and read it from beginning to end in one siƫng.  This is 
one of those books. Miracles are taking place all over.  This account of 
miracles both inspires and offers a stark warning for a world that oŌen 

doesn’t want to see.
