Easter is a celebration of life and faith in Jesus Christ. While the Sacraments can be celebrated at any
time in the Church year, the Easter season is the preeminent time to celebrate the Sacraments, especially the
Sacraments of Initiation. We began our celebration with the renewal of our baptismal promises at the Vigil
Mass and on Easter Sunday. We professed our rejection of sin and our desire for adoption as God’s sons and
daughters. It was the beginning of our adventure of discipleship in Jesus Christ. Marked with the Spirit, we
pledged to give ourselves to God in communion with and service to His Church.

The following week we celebrated First Communion with our students. This is the most essential
Sacrament in our lives. Eucharist is the hub which animates and nourishes the life of those claimed by the
Holy Trinity in Baptism. It is the one Sacrament that we can receive every day if we so desire. It is so vital
that to willfully miss the celebration of the Eucharist on a Sunday is deadly to our spiritual life. The
Eucharist is the very life of Jesus Christ given to us so that we can become what we receive, the Body of
Christ.

This Thursday our Eighth Graders will celebrate their Confirmation. We pray for our young people,
that the celebration of this Sacrament will open them to the fullness of life in Christ. May it mark the
beginning of their desire to explore, understand, embrace and live the faith as mature members of the Body
of Christ. The Holy Spirit is waiting to lead them to a life of full stature in Christ.

We are blessed to have Archbishop Carlson celebrate the Sacrament with us this Thursday. Please
consider joining us in supporting our young people and welcoming the Archbishop to our parish family.
Our Archbishop is the apostle in our midst, joining us to the universal Church throughout the world and
rooting us in the faith that has come to us from the Apostles. It has been a few years since the Archbishop
has visited our parish. Let’s show him the hospitality that is one of the charisms of our parish.

We also hope to unveil our final large window at the celebration of Confirmation. The timing of its
installation could not be any better since it is a visualization of Pentecost. The window is beautiful and will
bring a fitting fulfillment to all of our Marion windows on our East wall. Shawn Mueller has been doing a bit
of research on all the symbols in our Marion stained glass windows. Perhaps a devotional prayer guide to all
the symbols in our Church will be in the works.
