                HEARTS FORMED BY FAITH 
 
 

Dear parishioners,  
 This weekend we celebrate our  patronal feast day for the parish. We  
rejoice in the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary and celebrate her maternal 
love for us. Today as a parish family we ask the Blessed Mother to lead each of 
us to a deeper union with her Son, Jesus Christ.  
 As disciples of the Lord we strive for two essential elements in our life of 
faith— personal relationship and confident articulation. All of us strive for a  
personal relationship with Jesus Christ, formed by the church, nourished by prayer and embraced in our 
service to God and neighbor. A personal relationship with Jesus Christ is not a matter of emotional  
subjectivity, but a genuine religious experience. We are bound to Christ through our religious experience 
and expressed faith. The Holy Spirit and Holy Mother Church act as safeguards for shaping and molding 
the various misconceptions and distortions that all of us are prone to encounter as we seek the Lord.   
Sacred Tradition and Sacred Scripture help us to weed out the bad seeds that would contaminate our  
relationship with Jesus. One of the real dangers of professing a personal relationship with the Lord apart 
from the community of the Church is to make the Lord little more than a mirror for our own needs and 
personality. One can worship the “God of Themselves” without ever realizing it.  Our faith is indeed  
personal, but it is lived in communion with the Church. 
 The second element in our life of faith is confident articulation. Call it professing your faith if you 
want, but the goal is the same. We want to know our faith and what we believe as Catholics.  We want to 
have an answer for ourselves first and foremost.  That doesn’t mean we have to know everything about 
our faith, but we want to strive for a growing confidence that we understand the what and why of our  
beliefs. Few things will be more painful or potentially dangerous to our growing faith if we are caught in a  
conversation, unable to answer simple questions about it.  
 As we celebrate the Immaculate Heart of Mary I pray you make use of the vast resources at your 
disposal for personal formation and study. The Formed program is already paid for by the parish and just 
awaits your logging in. Our parish library has an abundance of options for reading, audio or video  
formation.  All it takes is desire and discipline. May this summer be a time of deepening desire under the 
patronage and inspiration of the Immaculate Heart of Mary. May the Blessed Mother’s total devotion to 
Jesus model for us the discipline necessary to make our formation fruitful.  Learning with love makes all 
study meaningful and worthwhile. Learning with love can make the experience of formation less of a 
chore and more of an adventure. The disciple of Christ we all long to become is just hours away when we 
begin to explore the beauty of our faith.

How can we transmit a living, personal 
Catholic faith to future generaƟons? By 
coming to know Jesus Christ, and following 
him as his disciples. These are Ɵmes of 
immense challenge and immense oppor-
tunity for the Catholic Church. Consider 
these staƟsƟcs for the United States. Only 
30 percent of Americans who were raised 

Catholic are sƟll pracƟcing. Fully 10 percent of all adults in 
America are ex-Catholics. The number of marriages cele-
brated in the Church decreased dramaƟcally, by nearly 60 
percent, between 1972 and 2010. Only 60 percent of Cath-
olics believe in a personal God. If the Church is to reverse 
these trends, the evangelizers must first be evangelized-in 
other words, Catholics-in-the-pew must make a conscious 
choice to know and follow Jesus before they can draw oth-
ers to him. This work of discipleship lies at the heart of 
Forming IntenƟonal Disciples, a book designed to help 
Church leaders, parish staff and all Catholics transform 
parish life from within.  Drawing upon her fiŌeen years of 
experience with the Catherine of Siena InsƟtute, Sherry 
Weddell leads readers through steps that will help Catho-
lics enter more deeply into a relaƟonship with God and the 
river of apostolic creaƟvity, charisms, and vocaƟon that 
flow from that relaƟonship for the sake of the Church and 
the world.  Learn about the five thresholds of postmodern 
conversion, how to open a conversaƟon about faith and 
belief, how to ask thought-provoking quesƟons and estab-
lish an atmosphere of trust, when to tell the Great Story of 
Jesus, how to help someone respond to God's call to inten-
Ɵonal discipleship, and much more.
