ANSWERS TO CATHOLIC IQ

1. (a) The Old Testament is full of references to sackcloth and
ashes for penance.

2. (b) Historically Lent was a retreat-like period of time
dedicated to the preparation of catechumens. Gradually it came
to include the sponsoring community and those doing public
penance.

3. (d) The washing of feet on Holy Thursday reminds us of
Jesus’ washing of the Apostles’ feet at the Last Supper. See John
13:1-17.

4.(c) This period of three days, also known as the “Great Three
Days” starts with the evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy
Thursday, continues through Good Friday and Holy Saturday,
culminates in the Easter Vigil, and ends with Evening Prayer on
Easter Sunday. Remember that in the Jewish tradition, days are
measured from sunset to sunset rather than from midnight to
midnight.

5. (d) See John 13:26. This action at Passover was traditionally
a sign of the special regard of the host for a guest. We see Jesus
reaching out to his betrayer even to the end.

6. (c) See John 13:23. In John’s Gospel John himself is always
referred to as “the disciple Jesus loved.”

7. (d) See Matthew 26:14-16 and 47-50 for details. Judas later
tried to give the money back, but the chief priests refused to put
it in the Temple treasury because it was “blood money” (See
Matthew 27:3-8).

9. (a) After Peter’s third denial a rooster crowed, as Jesus had
predicted. (Matthew 26:69-75).

This is a fully packed compendium of Faith
questions answered with a Catholic under-
standing. For those who do not wish to read,
this is better than an audiobook. The 50 ques-
tions taken up are grouped into sections about
God, Trinity, Jesus, Spiritual life, and Prayer.
Each question is presaged by a Title card so that
the audience will not be confused about the handling of the topics.
Even as demarcated, the flow of the questions is logical in that one
answered question leads to the next related
question. The answers are pithy, brief and insightful. No kindergarten
stuff but truly adult faith. Fr. Barron is an engaging speaker who uses
facial expressions and hand gestures to effectively stress his points.
Effective also is the use of slides, artworks and other illustrations. The
delivery is low key, never shrill and does not try to bamboozle the
audience.
