MEDITATION ON TODAY’S GOSPEL
[Praising the Good Samaritan's kindness, Jesus said, ]

A December 1991 magazine carried an editorial about a
lady in a red car. She drove up to the Bay Bridge
tollbooth, gave the attendant seven tickets, and said, "I'm
paying for the next six cars." As each car stopped, the
driver was told, "The lady in the red car paid your toll.
Have a nice day!" The lady in the red car was inspired by
a sentence penned by Anne Herbert: "Practice random
kindness and senseless acts of beauty." Anne believes
that "random kindness" is capable of generating a tidal
wave, just as "random violence" is. Maybe that's why
Anne's lovely sentence is starting to show up in a lot of
places. It awakens something deep inside the human
heart. How might I "go. . . and do the same"?

Like all revolutions, guerilla goodness begins slowly,
with a single act. Let it be yours.

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Through the generosity of you, our
parish family, we have completely
paid off our loan with the
Archdiocese.

This loan was established in 2002 in
order to build our beautiful church here in New Melle. At that
time 2 million dollars was borrowed from the diocese on a 20 year note,

and was to mature in 2021. We paid it off 5 years early, in just 15
years. By paying off the loan in advance of the due date we have saved
approximately $320,000 in interest expense.

You may recall that the Many Gifts-One Heart campaign, from 2014,
focused on three specific goals:

= Pay off the $750,000 remaining on our loan at that time

- Kstablish a maintenance fund for our aging buildings

- Begin saving toward a new building to replace Founders Hall

The participating families pledged a combined total of $1,017,000,
exceeding our preliminary goal of $750,000, by $267,000.

We hope that those families who have
unfulfilled pledges will continue making
their planned payments. We would also
like to invite any parishioners, who have
not had the opportunity to make a pledge,
to consider helping our parish to achieve
the remaining goals established back in
2014,

€ | really hate parenting advice books by
psychologists. They often reject the com-
mon wisdom handed down from genera-
tion to generation in favor of the latest
fads in academia - fads created by those
with no real connection to the realities of
raising kids in the real world. If you want
to raise your kids in a test tube, their ad-
vice may work, but for the rest of us, they are useless and
possibly counter-productive.
So I never read books like " Good Discipline, Great Teens",
but my wife was able to get me to read this one after she
had heard Dr. Guarendi speak at a conference. She prom-
ised it would be engaging, funny, and full of practical ad-
vice. Boy, was she right! Dr. Guarendi writes in a style
that is down-to-earth and quite hilarious at times. Even
better, the advice he gives, while backed by his own work as
a clinical psychologist, supports the common wisdom of
generations of parents. Nothing he writes is necessarily
"new", but by reading this book, one is given the support to
be a confident parent in face of a culture that undermines
strong parenting at every opportunity. I would highly
recommend this book for anyone who has teens or children
about to become teens. These years, contrary to popular
thought, can be wonderful years for the parent-child rela-
tionship, and Dr. Guarendi gives plenty of help to make
sure that this happens!

There is still time to add some fun faith-filled activities to
summer 2016. One of the most important things we can do
for the formation of our children is to instill in them an
appreciation for beauty, especially God's beauty reflected in
nature. Summertime should be a time to unplug and get
outside. Saying the family rosary outside at night draws us all
to reflect on God's beauty reflected in nature. The rhythm of
the rosary recited in the evening twilight or under a dark
night sky is a chance for families to be together quietly and
notice the different noises of the night. Stargazing, even if
the city sky is dimmed, follows naturally when everyone is
gathered together. Psalm 19:1: The heavens are telling the
glory of God; and the firmament proclaims his handiwork.
Scripture is replete with references to the heavens so have
some Scripture passages handy to quote. Remind your

children that the order and beauty of nature is a reflection of

God’s majesty and beauty. Let them see you marvel at God's
beauty. Explain why the moon is a symbol for Our Lady - the
beautiful glowing moon has no light of its own but reflects
the light of the sun as Our Lady, who is a creature, reflects
God's grace.
