1. c) If this is not possible, the fire is to be lit at the church door. 
2. c) Urbi et Orbi means “to the city and the world.” Pope Benedict 
XVI will deliver his Urbi et Orbi message on Easter Sunday, April 4, 
2010.  
3. a) In August of 2013 Pope Francis appointed longƟme VaƟcan 
diplomat, Archbishop Pietro Parolin, as secretary of state, replacing 
Cardinal Tarcisio Bertone. The secretary of state, the most senior 
VaƟcan official aŌer the pope, oversees internal church affairs and 
guides foreign policy so the pope’s choice for the post directly 
affects the overall management of the Curia, the VaƟcan’s central 
administraƟon.  
4. b) Some of the verses of this hymn are aƩributed to a fiŌeenth-
century Franciscan Friar named Jean Tisserand. The melody was 
wriƩen by a German, Melchior Vulpius, in 1609.  
5. d) Pope Pius XII insƟtuted this feast in 1955, partly in response 
to the May Day celebraƟons sponsored by Communist countries. On 
a larger scale, however, the feast celebrates the dignity of work and 
honors St. Joseph as the model and protector of all workers.   
6. c) This prayer is part of the popular version of the StaƟons that 
was wriƩen by St. Alphonsus Liguori in the eighteenth century. 
7. a) Among other things, the Seventh Commandment—You shall 
not steal—includes the prohibiƟon against the enslavement of hu-
man beings, which is a stealing of one’s human dignity (Catechism 
of the Catholic Church, n. 2414).  
8. c) Although Philip and James were martyred at different Ɵmes 
and in different locaƟons, their relics eventually were buried togeth-
er in Rome in the Church of the Twelve Apostles in the fourth centu-
ry.   
9. b) Just as Jesus’ ministry is described as having three “offices” – 
priest, prophet, and king – each of us who are bapƟzed in Christ are 
called to parƟcipate in this threefold ministry (Catechism of the 
Catholic Church, n. 783).  
10. d) The Gospel of John, while dedicaƟng five chapters to the 
Last Supper, does not include the words of insƟtuƟon, “This is my 
body” and “This is the cup of my blood” that are found in the Syn-
opƟc Gospels and in Paul’s First LeƩer to the Corinthians (11:23).  In 
general, John’s Gospel is less narraƟve and more doctrinal than the 
SynopƟcs. For John, the main focus was on the foot washing and 
Jesus’ farewell discourse. At the same Ɵme, John 6:51 (“the bread 
that I will give for the life of the world is my flesh”) is cited as John’s 
reference to the Eucharist.
