Blood pressure screenings, vaccinations and information nights would be some of the activities of 
this group

♦ WHERE:  Founders, Weber or Grand Hall depending on availability.  

 
My tentative plan and hope for Belonging is to have a first meeting by October.  It would be an introductory meeting 
and opportunity to help discern what the group hopes to do and experience. Of the three groups this one is the most 
diverse and perhaps more challenging to be determine focus and function.  The main purpose in my mind is to build 
bonds of understanding, support and friendship for those looking for a greater sense of belonging.
