THE BIKE, THE PATH AND THE DESTINATION

Dear Parishioners,

Please join me in congratulating Derek Burnett on celebrating the
Sacrament of Confirmation and Eucharist for the first time last Sunday at our 11:15 )
Mass. While Derek will not be joining our parish family, I want to welcome him into
the Church and thank Mark Gross for his help in preparing Derek for these
Sacraments of Initiation. Derek took a lot of personal responsibility in learning
about our faith and preparing to celebrate these Sacraments.

One of the comments I made at the end of Mass was that our faith is both
the bike and the path in our life journey. Every image proposed by some priest, preacher or theologian serves to open a
window of understanding while at the same time limiting our appreciation of the mystery. I cannot claim to be original
with this imagery; the prayer of the Church often refer to our Lord as the way, the companion and the destination.
Anyway, here are a few more thoughts on that imagery as well as the inclusion of the third essential element: The
Destination.

For those of us into “good works”, pedaling the bike is what our life is all about. While we might not articulate
this belief as justification by good works, there is a hidden sentiment that we are doing well and God will reciprocate
with Redemption. It is so difficult to shed the feelings and thoughts of having to earn our salvation. We cannot earn
salvation. Jesus has done all of the heavy lifting for us in His Passion and Resurrection. We are recipients of amazing
grace.

For those emphasizing the path, there is a tendency to make one’s profession of Jesus as Lord the “end all” to
the path of salvation. Once we have made our profession, we are as good as gold. One need only spend their time
waiting for death or the Second Coming. Scripture is very clear that while we cannot earn salvation, we can wander off
the path. Our works have no power to save us, but they do have the power to damn us. Sobering thoughts for those
who have the courage and humility to ponder them.

Why the imagery of a bike? We can all make progress through our own efforts if we are on the path. Nothing
wrong with taking it by foot, but one can go fast and travel farther on bike. The Church provides us with the means, the
bike, of greater sanctification in this life than we would ever accomplish on our own. The Church’s teaching, preaching
and sanctifying are meant to help every disciple of Jesus experience greater growth in intimacy and holiness with our
God.

Quo Vadis? Where are you going? That is the question that Our Lord asked Peter when he was fleeing Rome
according to the devotional tradition of the Church. St. Peter encounters the Risen Lord heading to Rome while he was
fleeing the persecution. It emboldened St. Peter so much that he was able to muster the courage to return to Rome and
face his eventual martyrdom. As men and women of faith, we want to be ever mindful of that question. We desire
eternal life with Our God. We desire to experience the mystery of eternal communion with The Holy Trinity, the
angels, saints and all of our redeemed
loved ones. “What eye has not seen, and
ear has not heard, and what has not
entered the human heart, what God has
prepared for those who love him,” this
God has revealed to us through the
Spirit. For the Spirit scrutinizes
everything, even the depths of God.
