Dear Parishioners,

One of the signs of a dynamic
Catholic is generosity. I want to commend
all of you on your generosity of spirit. I see
evidence of it in so many of our
organizations and groups in the parish. Many of you are willing to give so generously of your time and talents to help
bring life to our family of faith. Our Sausage Dinners are one of the most concrete expressions of that spirit. One of the
real blessings of such involvement is the deepening of our communion in Christ and with one another. We give because
we are blessed and in the giving we open our hearts to even greater blessings.

By now many of you have heard about the new campaign sponsored by the Archdiocese. Beyond Sunday is a
campaign that will help with education in the Archdiocese and in our parish. I pray that you will consider supporting
the campaign both with prayer and potential financial support. Our own parish will benefit from the grants that help
support our children attending local parochial schools as well as Archdiocesan High Schools. The campaign is
specifically designed to create grants that follow children through their academic career while in a given grade school as
well as help many families that do not qualify for other grant programs because of their income. So many of our middle
class families appear to be doing well “on the books” but are in reality struggling with many of the expenses of life that
outpace their income. Beyond Sunday is designed to help them.

This campaign is a bit different from previous campaigns in the designation of raised funds. However much we
raise as a parish will be divided between the campaign itself and the parish . 60% of raised funds will go in support of
the campaign and 40% will return to IHM to use for various needs here. Our long term goal is to begin plans to
replace Founders Hall with a new facility that will provide for the educational and social needs of the parish. Such an
endeavor is a few years down the road, but preparation can be done in ways that will make that future project less
immense.
