Tuesday Morning Musings

Dear parishioners,

Usually I write these articles on Tuesday morning, sometimes I surprise Marilyn and have them
completed earlier. Today’s comments are formed as I sit listening to Eric Clapton playing some blues and
looking out my window at the changing trees and the hurried traffic. These are thoughts of mine and
perhaps they have crossed your mind as well.

® [ am concerned about the slow normalization of things. Things that once were unimaginable or
inconceivable slowly become commonplace, accepted and oftentimes endorsed.

® (October is Respect Life month, and so it is hard to wrap our minds around 56,662,169
abortions since it was legalized in 1973. Our culture has become so jaded that there are
now commercials celebrating abortions. No longer content to hide behind the “right to
choose” and the privacy of the decision, more and more brazen attitudes are being adopt-
ed. If we can’t get others to agree on something as obvious as the right to life, how much
more difficult will it be for us to have a discussion about the host of other pressing issues
in our lives?

® Have you read or heard about the gut -wrenching story of Brittany Maynard? She was
diagnosed with brain cancer that is very aggressive and will take her life in less than a
year. She has opted to end her life with state approved assistance in Oregon this Novem-
ber. I am not judging her, and can’t begin to imagine being in her shoes. It’s hard to fath-
om the questions, fears and temptations that arise in such a situation. However, if [ were
dealt such a hand by life, I pray that my faith would allow me to see the hidden good that
could come from my future suffering and loss of self. Every time I think of the Cross I am
reminded that there is more to suffering and death than just pain and loss. Many in our
culture celebrate her choice but I find it very sad and frightening. The “right to choose”
will be followed by “death with dignity” or “peaceful closure” as a means of normaliz-
ing euthanasia. The disposability of human life is becoming an laudable reality. Please
pray for her, her family and friends.

® Have we witnessed the death of dialogue and Yo
debate? There was time when you could disagree r »
with others and have a vigorous debate and not -
impute malice toward the other person. Words
are now freely hurled at those we disagree with
in an attempt to silence them. Disagree with

someone about issues of race, you are racist.
How about having an opinion about the differ-
ences between men and women, you are sexist. Not excited about same sex unions and homo-
sexuality, you are homophobic. None of those judgments are accurate. Disagreeing about any of
those issues does not make one some flavor of an “ists” or “phobic”. Perhaps with greater con-
versation one might be shown to be racist, sexist or homophobic, but simply having a different
opinion is not enough to warrant the premature and sloppy use of labels meant to stifle debate
and provoke thought.
