 Parish Viability—Reasons and Results 
 
Dear parishioners, 
 Last month I mentioned the study undertaken by the Archdiocese in every parish. The viability study 
is a uniform instrument to help parishes assess their strengths and deficits.  Ultimately the Archdiocese 
wants to work with all our parishes in planning for a more vibrant future.  We want to do that with an 
awareness of the challenges facing the diminishing number of priests and how that will affect parish staffing 
and leadership.  Here is a list of the top 10 strengths of our parish as well as the 10 most evident deficits in 
our parish. 
 
The 10 most significant assets/strengths of our parish: 

A sense of community exists among most parish members. 
Priests are regularly available to celebrate Mass, sacraments and religious services and to care for the 

spiritual needs of parishioners. 
The parish makes available faith formation programs; the parish is responsive to the different  
 backgrounds, ethnic groups, countries of origin, etc. of the parishioners. 
RCIA for adult converts is fully and correctly implemented in the parish. 
Accessible times have been arranged for parishioners to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation on a  
 regular basis. 
Parishioners have been given proper instruction regarding the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 
The parish sponsors a St. Vincent de Paul Society chapter or similar group. 
The church building follows the norms established for liturgical celebrations (position of the altar,  
 lectern, celebrant’s chair, etc.) and is conducive to the best possible participation by the whole  
 congregation. 
Provisions are made for the reception of Communion under both species at every Mass. 
Appropriate attention is given to the Holy Days of Obligation. 

 
The 10 most significant deficits of our parish, weaknesses where IHM could improve: 

The parish provides or supports a youth ministry program including spiritual, formations, service, and 
social components. 

The parish provides or supports a program for young adults. 
The parish participates in the “Sister Parish Program” or other activities and outreach to assist poorer 

Catholic parishes. 
The parish develops support groups for those with special needs (e.g., the newly married, single parents, 

elderly, bereaved, new parents, separated and divorced, unemployed, the physically, mentally or 
emotionally challenged, those with drug or alcohol dependence, etc.) 

All parish planning, programs, and activities are appraised by how well they contribute to the ministry of 
evangelization. 

Parishioners understand that evangelization (proclaiming the gospel to those who have never heard it, to 
those who have not heard it well, and to ourselves who have yet to hear it completely) is the primary 
ministry of the Church and the parish. 

The parish sponsors a social justice committee or otherwise demonstrates the importance of Catholic  
 social teaching and advocacy. 
Parishioners have a vision and understanding of life-long faith formation. 
Parishioners are properly instructed regarding reception of the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 

and are comfortable requesting the Sacrament when appropriate. 
 Communal celebrations of the Sacrament of the Sick are periodically scheduled.

Catholic IQ Answers:  
1. b) Since the beginning of the Church, ChrisƟans have met on 
Sunday to break bread. “The Eucharist is ‘the source and summit 
of the ChrisƟan life’” (CCC, n. 1324).  
2. a) All the Sacraments bring healing, but these two Sacra-
ments specifically mirror Jesus’ ministry of forgiving sins and 
praying for wholeness of body and soul.  
3. c) “[T]here are two degrees of ministerial parƟcipaƟon in the 
priesthood of Christ: the episcopacy and the presbyterate. The 
diaconate is intended to help and serve them” (CCC, n. 1554). 
4. d) The Sacrament of the AnoinƟng of the Sick traces its roots 
to apostolic Ɵmes. As James indicates, the forgiveness of sins 
was included in this Sacrament, which is why only priests and 
bishops can administer the Sacrament of the AnoinƟng of the 
Sick (CCC, n.1516, Code of Canon Law, n. 1003). 
5. a) Marriage helps couples overcome self-absorpƟon and 
pleasure seeking and opens them to mutual aid and self-giving 
(see CCC, n. 1609; Genesis 2:24). 
6. c) The spouses, as ministers of Christ's grace, mutually con-
fer upon each other the Sacrament of Matrimony by expressing 
their consent before the Church (see CCC, n. 1623). 
7. True. The Eastern Orthodox Church also has a valid priest-
hood and hierarchy. The LaƟn and Eastern Rites of the Church, 
however, are not in full communion because the Orthodox 
Church does not recognize papal jurisdicƟon.

10. d) Catechumens received into full communion at the Easter 
Vigil celebrate all the Sacraments of IniƟaƟon—BapƟsm, Confir-
maƟon, and First Eucharist—during the same liturgy.
