Tuesday Morning Musings Part II 
Dear parishioners, 

  

 Last week’s column ended with a typo that got past both my spell checker and my editors. The last 
line read:  “Perhaps with greater conversation one might be shown to be racist, sexist or homophobic, but 
simply having a different opinion is not enough to warrant the premature and sloppy use of labels meant to 
stifle debate and provoke thought.” That should have read “prevent” thought, not “provoke” it.  Thought 
and debate on issues of importance are vital to the prosperity of our society, yet we find ourselves in a cli-
mate of  condemnation. Labels are prematurely and incorrectly used to shut down debate.  If you are la-
beled as “racist”, “sexist” or “homophobic” not only is your point of view wrong, but you are free to be dis-
missed and discounted until you acquiesce.  While the Lord calls us to be patient and understanding, He 
does not call us to be verbal punching bags and feebleminded pacifists.  

  

 How do we respond to our culture as it becomes increasingly anti-Christian and tries 
to prevent both thought and debate?  

· Know what you believe. All of us should be striving to become more competent, articulate and 
confident in our faith. One of the greatest tragedies I have seen over the years are members of 
our faith who have an undeveloped understanding of their faith. They don’t know what or why 
they believe. Such an attitude is easy prey for those who want to attack and undermine belief.  
There is no shame in not knowing, only in remaining ignorant. Last weekend I preached that we 
want to be people of prayer and study so we know our God and the faith He has given to us.  

· Prepare to spend time praying over, reflecting upon and discerning the issues that are part of 
our culture. Be prepared to look behind the headlines and Mainstream Media to discover if their 
reporting is accurate and factual or just opinionated and biased. It takes time and it is tiring.  

· Find sources that you trust and spend your time learning from them.  Spend your time well. It is 
easy to waste time on sources that are very biased. “If you tell a lie big enough and keep  

      repeating it, people will eventually come to believe it. “  Who said that? 
· Know both the biases of your opponent and your own biases.  If you don’t think you have any, 

you are mistaken. My bias is Catholic, and I strive to understand life as a disciple of Christ and 
as a member and pastor of His Church.  That is my most important bias, but I have many more 
as do most of us. Knowing them is essential to self-understanding. Some biases need conversion 
and others need strengthening. Jesus and the Church help us to discern what is worthy of our   
hearts and what is not.  

· Be willing to learn from unlikely sources. It will be rare that you find someone with whom you     
agree on everything, but don’t discount their potential insights into important issues.  

 · Be prepared to meet erroneous judgments with firm facts, slanderous comments with humorous 
        retorts, exaggerated feelings with patient thoughtfulness.  It is not easy. Beware of the tempta-    
        tion to wallow in mud and argue with the world on its terms.

Answers to Catholic IQ 
1. (b) From two Greek words meaning “to break images,” Iconoclasm 
was a serious controversy especially in the Eastern Church. Eventually, 
the Second Council of Nicaea stated that veneration given an image (a 
picture or a statue) was veneration given to that which it represents. 
2. (d) Although the signet ring is placed on the finger of a new pope in a 
special ceremony, it is not subsequently worn. Rather, it is used only to 
seal papal documents. It is destroyed after the pope’s papacy ends so 
that it cannot be used to falsify documents in his name. 
3. (c) Paul was not one of the Twelve, but he had such a powerful  
encounter with the Risen Jesus (see Acts 9:1-19) that he became a great 
missionary during the years of the early Church.  
4. (a) The word evangelion is Greek for “good news.” Jesus considered 
bringing good news about the Kingdom of God to be his main mission. 
He tells his followers to take the Gospel to every creature (Mark 16:15).  
5. (c) The Protestant Reformation is generally dated from 1517, when 
Martin Luther, an Augustinian monk, advanced his “Ninety-five The-
ses,” a series of statements charging abuses in the Church. 
6. (a) Kyrie eleison is Greek for “Lord, have mercy.” It is the only Greek 
prayer in the Order of the Mass of the Latin Rite. 
7. (d) Newman Centers are named in honor of the British writer and  
intellectual Cardinal John Henry Newman (1801-1890). 
8. (b) For political and social reasons, Rome declined and Constantinople 
began to be seen as the “Rome of the East.” 
9. (d) Although Joachim and Anne are not mentioned in the Scriptures, 
tradition is strong and the Church has assigned July 26 as their feast day. 
10. (a) The Church teaches that the human writers of Scripture were true 
authors while, at the same time, being instruments of God, the original 
and divine Author.
