MEDITATION ON TODAY’S GOSPEL 

1 Cor 3:9-11 Brothers and sisters: You are God’s building.  
According to the grace of God given to me, like a wise master 
builder I laid a foundation, and another is building upon it. But 
each one must be careful how he builds upon it, for no one can 
lay a foundation other than the one that is there, namely, Jesus 
Christ. 
 
Emperor Constantine gave land from the Laterani family to the 
Church.   For a thousand years, the popes lived on the property 
in the Lateran palace.   Next door, a great Cathedral-Basilica was 
built.   This accounts for the name “Lateran.”    The real name of 
the Church is the “Cathedral of the Most Holy Savior.”   An 
inscription on the facade of the Cathedral states that this is the 
“Mother and head of all Churches throughout the entire world.”    
Why, then, is it generally called “St. John Lateran?”    An  
immense baptistry was built adjacent to the Cathedral, and it 
was named after St. John the Baptist.    Because everyone came 
here for baptisms, eventually the Cathedral itself came to be 
called “St. John Lateran” — one of the great misnomers of  
history!  Even with the confusion, today we celebrate the mother 
Church of all Catholics, the pope’s Cathedral–the Cathedral of 
the Most Holy Savior  



 

PRAYING FOR FERGUSON, OUR POLICE, OUR NATION 
 
Dear parishioners, 
   This coming week we anticipate the release of the findings by the Grand Jury handling the Michael 
Brown case.  Back in August I shared my thoughts and prayers on the situation.  Please read the insert in 
our bulletin this weekend from Archbishop Carlson. 
 
 Our Archbishop is correct that a small but vocal group is interested in exploiting the tragedy in  
Ferguson to further their own agenda and incite subsequent chaos. They are aided by those outside of Fer-
guson who would like to see a horrid drama unfold as people riot and loot. You may not think that anyone 
wants to see such things, but there are many in the news business who look forward to the riots. It is really 
a shame because there are good people of integrity in journalism, but many of them do not get to voice their  
concerns or perspective.  
 
 We all know that there are bad individuals in every profession.  One need only remember the  
scandal twelve years ago that shook our Church and society. Lazy thinking and hard- hearted individuals 
will typically gravitate to generalizations that replace actual thinking and wrestling with the facts. When we 
espouse such attitudes of heart and mind we make no room for conversion or understanding. “My mind’s 
made up; don’t confuse me with the facts!”  Please pray for the safety of our Police Officers. The vast  
majority of them want to serve and help our society. Since the events of the Michael Brown  
shooting, they have often been viewed with suspicion and mistrust. We will all suffer if the quality and 
quantity of our men and women serving in law enforcement decreases. I have started praying for them and 
all who serve our Nation on a daily basis.  Police Officers, Firefighters, Paramedics and all of our men and 
women in the Armed Forces are lifted up in prayer. I have been praying for the last group for a long time, 
since the beginning of our war on terror. It is an amazing world we live in, but certainly not a peaceful one. 
 
 “Inspired by the example of Christ, I fervently renew my call to everyone in Ferguson and the  
greater St. Louis community: be an instrument of peace amid the chaos! Work for calm in the turmoil!  If we 
depart from God's blueprint, the fruit of our thoughts and actions will not be peace but its opposite – force 
and violence!”  I pray we heed the words of our Archbishop. Our Nation needs prayer more now than ever 
as we face choices that will lead to reconciliation or violent division.

Answers to Catholic IQ 
1. (a) This quotation is found in Matthew (18:20) and is used to encour-
age prayer in common. 
2. (c) Francis (1182-1226), founder of the Franciscans (OFM, Order of 
Friars Minor), was never named a Doctor of the Church. His feast day 
is October 4. 
3. (a) This Greek translation from Alexandria, Egypt, received its name 
(from the Greek word for “seventy”) because of the tradition that there 
were 72 Jewish scholars translating it for the non-Hebrew-speaking 
Jews. 
4. (c) Both John, the son of Zebedee, and Matthew, the tax collector, 
were Apostles and traditionally said to be writers of a Gospel. Luke, 
Paul, Barnabas, and Silas are not among the Twelve Apostles. 
5. (d) The two are perhaps the most famous mystical writers in the 
Church. Teresa of Ã vila (1515-1582) founded the Discalced Carmelites 
and was declared the first woman Doctor of the Church. Her feast day 
is October 15. John of the Cross (1542-1591) was a Carmelite and is a 
Doctor of the Church. His feast day is December 14. 
6. (c) Pope John Paul II added the Luminous Mysteries to the rosary in 
2002 to encourage meditation on key events in Jesus’ public life. The 
Agony in the Garden is one of the Sorrowful Mysteries. 
7. (c) In 1582 the calendar of Pope Gregory XIII (thus the name 
“Gregorian”) replaced the Julian calendar (established by Julius Cae-
sar), which was ten days behind solar time. 
8. (d) We learn all these facts about Paul’s personal life from the Acts of 
the Apostles and from the letters he wrote to the churches he estab-
lished after his conversion. 
9. (a) Dominicans are credited with the spread of the rosary, though its 
gradual development as a prayer form predates St. Dominic (1170-
1221). 
10. (c) Advent (from the Latin word for “coming”) marks the four 
weeks before Christmas. It is a season of expectation and joy. During 
Advent, we prepare for the birthday celebration of Christ’s coming into 
the world (Christmas). But most of all, we look forward in hope to 
Christ’s coming again in glory to lead us to our Father in heaven.
