DISCERNMENT FOR OUR FUTURE

Dear parishioners,

Very soon we will conduct an in-house assessment as part of our pastoral planning for the future.
Such a survey is an opportunity to reflect upon our involvement in the parish as well as our awareness of all
the parish proposes for us to consider and embrace as disciples of Christ.

It is very easy to slip into a mode of thinking that a survey like this is your “vote” in the process.
While you may choose to think of it that way, I would invite you to consider it as helping the parish staff
discern how best we can grow as disciples of Christ (I use that phrase frequently at Mass and in my articles
to drive home the reality of our discipleship in Jesus Christ). Your comments are important and will be
taken prayerfully to heart as I work with our parish staff and parish leaders to best discern our future
growth in faith and discipleship.

One of the greatest challenges before us is to realize that as part of the Church we are all responsible
for what takes place in our life, especially with regard to experiences of faith. It is far too easy to think of the
church as a provider of services. We swim in a vast sea of consumerism in our daily lives, constantly
bombarded by the world’s offerings. Many of our decisions day to day are about the things and activities
that fill our hours. Consumerism is almost a natural state for us. That is not a bad thing when it comes to
our involvement in the world, but it is disastrous when we transfer it to faith.

Faith calls us to participation, not consumption. Faith calls us to be engaged with Our Lord and
involved with our neighbors. If we think that God and the church is only about what they have to offer us,
we will be greatly disappointed. Many have walked away from faith and church participation because they
perceived the relationship as one sided: God and the Church provide —I receive. That is very true, but also
incomplete. Jesus Christ call us to conversion, to break out of the narrow and selfish confines that the world
creates. Jesus Christ challenges us to grow as His disciples, to overcome the ever-present temptations of
complacency and weariness that are part of our lives. Jesus is never about doing more as much as He is
about doing different. He is very much aware of the limitations that time places upon us. He more than any-
one else wants us to choose well so that we can make the most of our time. I look forward to your feedback
and welcome your comments.

1. (d) St. Linus is thought to be the person Paul mentioned in his sec-
ond letter to Timothy (4:21). It is not clear what his role as Bishop of
Rome would have been, but he is important enough to be mentioned in
the canon of the Mass after the names of Peter and Paul.
2. (a) Sr. Helen Prejean, a Sister of St. Joseph of Medaille, is the author
of the book Dead Man Walking and a popular speaker on death penal-
ty issues.
3. (a) The Babylonians destroyed the city of Jerusalem and captured its
brightest and best people and made them captives in Babylonia. This
time in Israel’s history is known as the Exile.
4. (c) Between 1452 and 1456 Johannes Gutenberg, a German gold-
smith, invented movable type for each letter of the alphabet, type
which could be locked together to produce a printed page. Before that
time, books had to be copied by hand or printed from carved wood-
blocks that contained the text of an entire page.
5. (b) The host is usually displayed in an ornate container, called a
monstrance, and placed on the altar or above the tabernacle. Eucharis-
tic devotion was established in the 1300s and has been practiced ever
since.

After
much work, the new Code was published in 1983. Canon Law is the
body of laws or rules used to govern the Catholic Church. The word
“canon” comes from the Greek word kanon, which means “rule.”
10. (a) This canticle, hymn, or song, known as the Magnificat, can be
found in Luke 1:46-55. The word “magnificat” is the first word of the
song in its Latin version.
