One was the pain of waiƟng- 
waiƟng to learn the fate of loved ones, waiƟng to learn one's 
own fate, waiƟng to be rescued. The pain of waiƟng also 
plagued Jews in Jesus' Ɵme- waiƟng to be delivered from the 
Romans, waiƟng for the Messiah to come. This pain affected 
Jews in different ways. Some lost hope; some lost faith. Others 
simply watched and prayed. What is one thing I am waiƟng for 
in my life? How is this affecƟng me?

The Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy 
 
Pope Francis has decreed a special year of mercy (beginning December 8, 2015 – November 20, 2016) in which he is 
direcƟng the faithful to reflect and act on the corporal and spiritual works of mercy. He writes, “It is my burning desire 
that, during this Jubilee, the ChrisƟan people may reflect on the corporal and spiritual works of mercy. It will be a way 
to reawaken our conscience, too oŌen grown dull in the face of poverty. And let us enter more deeply into the heart 
of the Gospel where the poor have a special experience of God's mercy. Jesus introduces us to these works of mercy 
in his preaching so that we can know whether or not we are living as his disciples. Let us rediscover these corporal 
works of mercy: to feed the hungry, give drink to the thirsty, clothe the naked, welcome the stranger, heal the sick, 
visit the imprisoned, and bury the dead. And let us not forget the spiritual works of mercy: to counsel the doubƞul, 
instruct the ignorant, admonish sinners, comfort the afflicted, forgive offences, bear 
paƟently those who do us ill, and pray for the living and the dead.” 
 
To DO the works of Mercy, it is helpful to first KNOW the works of mercy.  Here are 
the Corporal Works with Scriptures, as well as a memory aid. (Next week we’ll cover 

the Spiritual Works) 
 
1. Feed the hungry: "For I was hungry and you gave me to eat." Mt. 25:35 
2. Give drink to the thirsty: "...I was thirsty and you gave me to drink..." Mt. 25:35 
3. Clothe the naked: "I was...naked and you clothed me..." Mt. 25:36 
4. Visit the imprisoned: "I was in prison and you came to me." Mt. 25:36 
5. Shelter the homeless: "...I was a stranger and you took me in..." Mt. 25:35 
6. Visit the sick: "...I was sick and you cared for me..." Mt. 25:36 
7. Bury the dead: "Amen, I say to you, insofar as you did it for one of these least of my brothers, you did it for me." 
Mt. 25:40  

Dynamic Catholic, Alive! – According to Matthew Kelly, Dynamic Catholics 
spend, on average, fourteen minutes a day learning more about the faith. In 
the year of study, we challenge you to make significant strides in your 
knowledge of the faith. Matthew Kelly asks, “How would your life be  
different one year from now, five years from now, ten years from now if you 
read five pages of a great Catholic book each day?” (The Four Signs, 
106).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 

 This week, our celebration of Advent makes a 
transition in ritual and texts. Beginning December 
18, the countdown of nine days (a novena) to 
Christmas sees a heightened sense of expectation, 
and also a turning from the call of the Baptist in 
the wilderness to the events leading up to Jesus’ 
birth. In ancient Spain, December 18 was once cel-
ebrated as the “Feast of the Expectancy,” and cus-
toms grew up to heighten readiness in the homes. 

 Some customs arise from monastic life and 
practice and spill over into our parish life. Begin-
ning tonight, those who pray Vespers will sing in 
the opening phrase a beautiful title of Christ. These 
titles belong to a collection of opening phrases 
called the “O Antiphons” after the awe-inspired “O” 
sung on the first note. There’s a playful code in the 
titles: O Wisdom, O Lord, O Flower of Jesse, O Key 
of David, O Dawn, O Ruler, O Emmanuel. When 
you take their Latin names—Sapientia, Adonai, Ra-
dix, and so on—the titles form an acrostic when you 
read them backwards: “ERO CRAS.” In Latin, that 
is translated as “I will be there tomorrow!” It’s as if 
Christ were answering the prayers of the waiting 
people in the words of the prayers themselves.
